Zakir Miah, a rickshawpuller in his 50's,
who lives in Jhikatola. and comes from Kisho-
reganj {(Bhairab) still plies his vehicle with all
his might and will power — unlike many others
like him, whe normally work in shifts.

The reason why he paddies on, till his bleood
vessels and veins stand out on the surface ol
his limbs and face
while his bold paich
gets wider and his
beard fades into an
egret white, is be-
cause he has a mar
riecd daughter and a
grand -daughter to
feed. apart from his
own family of three
Itving In Kishore-
gany.

His daughter.
Manwara, 25, has a
new-bhorn daughter
of a month to fend
for. besides hersell
Not having any con
tacts with any local
NGOs to use her
essential female ski-
s to earn a living.
she has planted herself along with her child, at
her father's ancestral village.

"My daughter has been married for three
years. For two years | have been providing the
food and lodging for Manwara as her husband
is a lazy wastrel, who gallivants at will. having a
landed father to back his questionable ways.

“While | gave my son in-law Tk 5,000 in
cash, and adorned Manwara with four silver
bangles and a chain (which my son in-law, by
now, has sold and 'swallowed up' along with
the cash money): my son in-law gave only Tk
1.000 to deck my daughter during the mar-
riage ceremony,” Zakir Miah lamented the fate
of his daughter.

"“Next this scoundrel of a son In-law of mine
punched, kicked and beat up Manwara; gave
her not even old clothes to wear; or the con-
ventional bowl of daal-bhat even once a day.
The neighbours are witnesses to this crueb
treatment. Manward was starved to the verge of
death, while her husband demanded the con-
ventional 'radio, bicycle and watch', as dowry,"
the rickshawpuller continued with his conven-
tional sad tale of the fate of many poor and il-
literate women in the subcontinent.

"I interrogated my son in-low about his du-
ties as a father, but he only back-chatted me
rudely. I next asked him to hand over the Tk
5.000 that I gave him originally, plus the vital
nikahnamah document. To this he arrogantly
and defiantly replied, 'l shall not do so — 1 will
continue to do what | please, as | know only
too well that you are, 'a jaded and faded. pow

back and do what you will.' if you don't look
sharp. | will go to the relevant authorities in
Dhaka, and draw their attention to the Tk
10.000 of the gabin-namah. apart from your
sheer callous treatment of my daughter. This
has been witnessed by his father. who claims
to be a lawyer of a sort,” the rickshawpuller con
tinued with the details of his miserable case

"If the chairman of Banagram cannot take
any decisive action, when | go back to My-
mensingh next time, | hope to present the
original or photo-copy of the nikah-namah to
the Mahila Samity authorities, who | hope will
be more helpful than people such as madbars
and mullahs, as far as | can assess my daugh-
ter's case.”
