In his writ Khorshed
challenged the action of the
election board and prayed for a
recountiing the voles.

The vacation bench had is-
sued a rule on the members of
the association, including
members of the election board
@il appeal board., to show
cause as 1o why there should
not be a recounting of votes.
Pending hearing of the rule.
the results of the election
were stayed.

Some of the respondents
contested the rule and order
staying the election results. It

‘was submitted that the wril

was not maintainable inasmuch
as the members of the associa-
tion are affiliated with a regis-
tered ody known as BAIRA
whose object is to promote
and project the interest of its
members. They are nol per-
forming public functions. The
Trade Organisations rules

made by the government are

simply a guideline and not
mandatory for the BAIRA elec-
tiort. they argued.
