sucialising revolves around eating. Gatherings
of more ¢han four people cannot be successful
without plenty of food. Weddings certainly
cannol be even be contemplated without tons
of greasy nourishment. The latest trend in
wedding dishes, however, is less pretentious.
Many such receptions serve palao and chicken
korma and not the traditional biryani with
roast, kabab. and beef bhuna. "That was quite
good for a simple menu,” is the verdict passed
around the table at the end of palaoc weddings.
But in Dhaka, you can't be sure that 'simple’ is
a compliment.

There is nothirig wrong with making our
social life dependent on food. After all. food is
up there with the few real pleasures in life.
and there's not that much else to do in Dhaka,
anyway. Subcontinental cuisine is .one of the
best in the world and in-any case we are not
the only society which reverse good food.

"Have some more, have some more." your
hostess urges as she hedps yet another spoon-
ful of succulent beef curry on your plate already
overflowing with tasty morsels of khashi
rezala, bhetki fry, kabab, chicken roast, and po-
lao. You accept the extra lood without protest,
undble to resist the overpgwering aroma.

But by the time you visit your upteenth

friend or relative on Eid day, the succulent
beef curry no longer seems appetising. "Oh my,
vou eat like a bird!" you auntie exclaims regard-
less of the fact that there s no more space on
yvour stomach brimming over with biryani. The
lact that you have visited six other aunties, rel-
alives, friends. business colleagues and had six
times two full plates of food at each house is of
1o’ consequence to your benefactor. Even
knowing that you be sick the next day will not
dater the host/hostess with a mission.
** You watch helplessly as the miserable
pieces of meat wallowing In a pool of lard find
their place next to the korma dripping with
ghee. and the fat oozing from the chicken
thighs. Your imploring eyes have no effect.

But this tendency to ovemwhelm guests with
rich lood in middle class homes is not just
confined to Eid. Most of us have had to cave in
to that veiled threal. "How c¢an this be? You
simply cannot leave my home without eating
something.” Saying that you have just had
hinch /diner will not secure reprieve.

And mwst of us have also been tricked by
the seemingly innocent invitation, "Come over
and have some dal and bhat with us.” Of course,
we soon learn that it is very rarely "dal and
bhat” and most )ikely to be a four course meal
with all the five fat groups represented. "

The point is that it is ‘not somehow
insulting to your guests, or demeaning for you
to serve "simmple” dishes with minimum fat. In
any case. fish curry with dal and vegetables is a
more accurate representatign of true Bengali
lood.
