"Amnesty Int’] still
very relevant’
By Staff Correspondent

The recognition and pro-
tection of fundamental human
rights is crucial to the devel-
opment ol a stable and worth-
while democracy, speakers ob-
served yesterday at a discus-
sion meeting on the
‘Relevance of Amnesty Interna-
tional in the Present-day Con-
tlext.

Although Bangladesh's
record on human rights has
considerably improved since
the restoration of democracy,
it 1s still far from being flaw-
less. And in this context
watchdog bodies, such as
Amnesty International (Al),
have a vital role to play in
promoting and educating peo-
ple about their fundamental
rights, the speakers unani-
mously agreed at the discus-
sion, organised by the
Bangladesh chapter of the Al
on the occasion of its 34th
founding anniversary.

The meeting. held at the
BIRDEM auditorium in the
city, was participated by local
human rights activists and a
number of foreign heads of
missions.

In his paper on the pre-
sent-day relevance of the Al K
o Mahmood, Senior Lecturer,
Central Law College, Dhaka and
a member of the Al lawyer's
group. said although it was the
objective of all modern gov-
ernments to protect the rights
of citizens, laws formulated to
this effect were often not en-
forced. z 3

“They (people in power):
always have ready excuses ei-
ther to ignore responsibilities
or to support ... highhanded-
ness of the state’'s power. ... As
a result, thousands are in pris-
ons worldwide because of their
ideologies and beliefs, and
often, there is no one to speak
up for them. And this is where
the presence of an entity like
the Al becomes imperative,”
he said.

Amnesty International, an
independent and impartial or-
ganisation concerned with the
protection of human rights
universally, was launched in
1961 by Peter Benenson, a Bri-
tish lawyer, with his newspa-
per appeal “The Forgotten
Prisoners’.
