Concentrated Language Encounter

- An Innovative Education Programme

A child going to a school for the
first time in his life encounters
an unfamiliar situation. The
environment is totally unknown
to him and if he does not tal
aftracted to it he withdraws
himself from the total learning
process. Creating an
environmeént in which the child
enjoys learning and finds it
important is a major factor in
any learning process.
Concentrated language
Encounter (CLE) is an
innovative technique that
ensures a congenial
environment for language
learning. In this method, the
children learn language mainly
through encounters with others
in which the children
concentrate intensely on
making themselves understood
to other. It has been found
during the implementation that
the most successful Training
Sessions are those when
students are Put in Situation in
situate where they are doing
interesting .and useful things,
and they have to confront
challenging language tasks to
achieve those things.
concentrated language
encounter is in fact a teaching
technique. Perfected in
Australia and widely used in
Thailand.

in 1990 CLE me under
literacy project of Dhaka
Rotary Club started on
experimental basis with the
permission of Ministry of
Education in two government
Primary schools at Savar,
Narayanganj and one non-
government primary school at
Jatrabari, Dhaka. After that in
1994 Primary and Mass
Education Division introduced
CLE training method in class |
in three primary schools in
Dhaka city, - two government
and non-government with an
objective of improving quality in
classroom learning specially in
language training. This

programme is being assisted e

and funded by Rotary
International, Dhaka. Before
launching the programme, an
Assistant Director of the
Directorate of Primary
Education was selected as the
Programme co-ordinator of the

The enroliment rate which was
grossly 7.7% in 1991. rose to
92% this year, drop out rate
came down from 60% in 1991 to
40% at present. Similarly the
long standing thaw in the
qualitative aspect has begun to
melt. 'There has been
significant improvement in the
transaction of teaching
learning in the classrpom. But
the realization has been also
afoot that there is still a long
way to go and there are many
issues and problems to be
resolved. Fortunately we have
a good number of devoted
workers and teachers at the
field who are ing very hard
to go forward in a fast pace for
achieving the goal of Education
for AN. These dedicated
workers, teachers and children
should be given due
recognition so that they can
work with more devotion and
sincerity.

The first stage of the

NATIONAL ACADEMY _
FOR PRIMARY EDUCATION

The quality of primary
education depends on many
factors. Curriculum, text-
books, competent teachers,
school management, super-
vision and overall administ-
ration of education are a few
among them. In the past, there
was not a single permanent
institution to deal with the
primary curriculum and
textbooks of the country.
Similar was the case of
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preparing qualified teachers,
teacher educators and
administrative and manage-
ment personnels. So, it
became imperative to sét up a
permanent professional instit-
ute to deal with primary
curriculum and textbooks and
providing training to the
educational personnels in
pedagogy and management. A
professional institution was
thus, brought into being at
Mymensingh in 1978 in the
name of 'Academy for
Fumndarnental-Education’ out of
the aforesaid necessity That
institute was changed into
National Institute for Primary
Education. NAPE is under the
Primary and Mass Education
Division and works undér the
direct control of Directorate of
Primary Education.

Activities of Nape

NAPE is basically an inservice
training institution. Its main
function is to cater to the
training needs of the
personnels associated with the
administration, management
and supervision of primary
education and teacher educat-
ion as well for their professional
rowth and efficiency. An
ccount of the activities of
NAPE is presented here which
includes.

* Training educational
administrators, supervisors
and teachers educators of PTI
* Research in education
planning, management,
curriculum development and
testing and evaluation.

Training

Enhancing the working
efficiency of various levels of
administrative and supervisory
personnels of primary
education through training and
orientation programme has
been important areas of
NAPE's activities for the last
sixteen years. District Primary
Education Officers, Thana
Education Officers,
Assistance Thana Education
Officers training generally fall
in the category. The duration of
training varies from one to two
weeks in accordance with the
importance and needs of the
target groups. Apart from
education officers, NAPE
offers training to PTI
superintendents and teacher
educators of PTI on different
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subjects of C-in-Ed.
curriculum. Recently, NAPE
has begun to impart training on
testing and evaluation and on
educational research for PTI
instructors with a view to
creating a research core-group
in every PTI.

Research

NAPE's research activities
are of varied nature and include
action research, surveys,
evaluations, having policy
implications for primary
education in Bangladesh. It
also cooperates with other
national and international
agencies in conducting
researches when asked for.

Certificate-in-
Education Board

The certificate in
Education (C-in-Ed) Board
consists of 15 members
Director, NAPE is its Chairman.
It conducts C-in-Ed. and H-C
in-Ed. examination and awards
certificates. In order to improve
the quality of training of PTI
NAPE conslantly supervises
the academic activities of them
and suggests remendial for
their measures
