Colorful envelopes are also supplied
with these cards. Beautiful Bengalee cards
are also available, wishing you, "Eid Muba-
rak,” "Shubho Nabo Barsha" and Shubo Jhan-
mo-din." Besides commercial products of
cards there are also some cards available on
the occasjon of the two Eids and Bangla Nabo
Barsha produced by students of the Institute
of Fine Arts, Dhaka.

These cards cater to the individual taste
and reflect the imagination of the budding
artists of the country. Beautiful Bangladeshi
cards are also put on sale in the various han-
dicraft shops in the city. I haven't seen any
Bengalee fun cards yet but | think 1 will find
them soon. | don't think you could get so
many varieties of cards in the past. | guess it
has made it quite convenient for the Dha-
kaites to buy the right card for the right per-
son.
