US aid to countries pursuing
A weapons-oriented nuclear
programme — and imposed a
ban on more than 500 mil-
lion-dollar in annual military
and economic assistance to
Pakistan in October 1990.

Islamabad says it has nu-
clear capability. but insists
that a policy decision has
been taken not to make a
nuclear bomb.

Pakistan has criticised the

Preparations for Sino-US summit in Oct underway

BEIJING, Aug 28: The US
and Chinese governments
agreed Sunday to work to-
ward a summit between pres-
idents Clinton and Jiang
Zemin in October, a top State
Department officials said, re-
ports AP

The announcement of a
possible meeting in the
United Stated follows a quick
succession of positive moves
by both sides after three
months of deteriorating rela-
tions. China's government has
been pushing for a Clinton-
Jiang meeting since ties fal-
tered in May over Taiwan,

China deported US human
rights activist Harry Wu on
Thursday, two months after
he was detained and Washin-
gton called for his release. On

Friday, first lady Hillary
Rodham Clinton said she will
attend a UN women's con-
ference in Beijing in early
September, something the
Chinese have sought eagerly.
Not everything has been
ironed out, but some of the
momentum in terms of our
relationship with the Chinese
has been regained,” Madele-
ine Albright, the US ambas-
sador to the United Nations,
said on the CBS television
program "Face the Nation."
Undersecretary of State
Peter Tarnoff, the highest-
level US official to visit China
since the May row over
Taiwan, cautioned that much
work needed to be done be-
fore a meeting could be held.
Talks will be held to try to

prepare an agenda, Tarnoff
told reporters in Beijing.

As part of that work Sec-
retary of State Warren Chris-
topher and Vice Premier and
Foreign Minister Qian Qichen
will meet at the United Na-
tions in September.

Jiang. who
