It may be recalled here
that the Fish Landing and
Preservation Centre of Barisal
was established with the fi-
nancial assistance of Danish
Government organisation,
DANIDA in 1986 involving an
amount of nearly two crore
taka.

The fish landing centre.
established by Bangladesh
Fisheries Development
Corporation (BFDC) here in a
view to develop the fisheries
business as well as to ensure
fish processing and preserva-
tion system for the local fish
traders.

The centire was estab-
lished here along the bank oi
the river Kirtonkhola having
an icemill with a production
capacity of 20 tons of ice per
day. A cold storage with 30
tons of storing capacity. an
auction shed having an area
of eight thousand square feet.
32 'arats’, a parking lot for at
least fifty trucks as well as
pontoons and a gangaway for
fish trawlers, for loading and
unloading of fishes.
