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Thousands of flood victims in Rangpur,

- Jamalpur waiting for relief

RANGPUR, Oet 10:
Although the flood water re-
ceded from vast part of the
district, most of the people
in low-lying areas are still

Thousands of families who
were marooned are passing
days amid untold miseries
due to the devastating flood
which broke all previous
records and caught them
unaware at the end of the last
month.

According to the informa-
tion received from wvarious

places that large areas In

Pirgonj, Mithapukur,
Pirgacha, Badargonj and
Gangachara thanas are strug-

in flood waters as bulk
of the low-lying lands still
remained half inundated.
Saola, Tambulpur, Chatrar
Parul, Chowdhurani, Pirgonj
sadar, Tepamadhupur,
Kolkond. Nohali, Alambiditor,
Mornia, Balua Masumpur,
Balua, Barobala, Kabilpur,
Tukuria, Badargonj sadar
unions and their adjoining
areas are still in flood water

as it is slowly receding.

About 10 lakh people of
the district almost 40 per
cent of the total population
here were hit by the flood af-
fecting over one lakh
hectares of standing amon
crop field and also caused

colossal damages to the win-
ter vegetables.

About one lakh dwelling
houses were hit by the
calamity, of them twenty five
thousands were completely

damaged rend about one
lakh people homeless.

At least two hundred edu-
cational and s institu-
tions were seriously affected,
of which twenty per cent
completely destroyed. On the
otherhand. kutcha and pucca
roads in scattered areas in-
cluding bridges and innu-
merable number of culverts
partially or completely were
washed away disrupting road
communication in the re-
mote corners of the district.

In the Rangpur-Bogra.
Rangpur-Saidpur, Rangpur-
Badargon| roads, Teesta river
embankments, and along
abandoned rail lines at Kaunia
and Pirgacha, there are yet
thousands of affected families
residing while many others
have returned to their resi-
dences from the flood shelter
camps with the recession of
the water.

The government has so far
sanctioned cash Taka four
lakh and seventy thousand,
about seven hundred metric
tonnes of rice, two hundred
twenty eight metric tonnes of
wheat, one thousand pieces
of sarees and lungis and two
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hundred tins of biscuits as
GR (gratuitous relief) for the
flood victims of the district.

The distributions of these
allotted relief goods have
been running by the relief
committees.

In the face of meagre
sanction of relief materials,
the thana administration in
collaboration with the chair-
men and the members con-
stituted committees and
prepared priority lists bring-
ing around 10 per cent af-
fected persons under relief
operation while the rest
number of distressed flood-
torn families so far left un-
touched.

The eyewitnesses alleged
that hundreds of flood-hit
famnilies in the Moipur bundh,
along the river Teesta em-
bankment, Rangpur-
Badargonj road. Rangpur-
Bogra national highway and
different other convenient
places could not yet return

‘back to their residences ei-

ther due to total damage of
houses or non recession of
the flood waters.

They have no food to sur-
vive, no required clothes to
wear, no medical aid and no
source of earnings.
Everywhere the cries of the
suffering humanities are
heard, told by some local

non-government organisa-
tions who visited those spots
with some relief goods.

Due to damage of crops
and disruptions of road links
the price hike of the food-
stuff and daily necessities is

ced all over the dis-
trict. It is further shooting
high day by day beyond the
purchasing capacity of the
COIMIMON CONSUMmers.

There are further allega-
tions that beside human be-
ings the flood has caused
colossal damages to the fish
and cattle wealth.

Meanwhile, with the re-
ceding of flood waters, the

outbreak of diarrhoeal and
other water borne diseases

were reported from the re-
mote corners of the district.
Although the health authori-
ties here admitted the out-
break of the diarrhoeal dis-
ease but denied death of any
victim but the unofficial
sources claimed that so far
thirty persons mostly infants
died of diarrhoeal diseases
across the district,

Our Correspondent from
Jamalpur adds: Overall flood
situation in 2] unions of
seven thanas under Jamalpur
district further worsened last
Wednesday. More areas have
been submerged and about
50,000 houses damaged due
to heavy downpour and on

rush

region in last seven days.
The worst affected thanas

are M , Sarishabari,

All  the roads In
Dewanganj, Islampur and
Madarganj thanas have gone
under deep water, Some
bridges and culverts on the
roads have been damaged ei-
ther partly or completely.

Road communication be-
tween Jamalpur-Madarganj,
Melandah-Madargani,
Jamalpur-Bakshiganj been
disrupted as some culverts
were washed away by flood
waters.

More than three lakh
people have been affected
and 50,000 people took
shelter at different schools,
flood control embankments,
railway stations and raflway
lines, according to ungfficial
reports.

Harindura flood control
embankment was recently
washed away by the Jamuna
erosion. Flood waters have
entered into Jamalpur

pourashava area as well.

About one lakh families
were rendered homeless and
standing 'crops including
aman paddy and sugar cane
on about 2 lakh acres have al-
ready been damaged.

Flood engulf vast areas
of Sirajganj dist
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SIRAJGANJ, Oct 10:Floods

for the fourth time have en-
gulfed vast tracts of areas in
seven thanas under Sirajganj
district.

With alarming rise in the
water level of Jamuna and

., vast

tracts of areas have been
submerged. Consequently,
about one lakh people of
Kazipur, Sirajganj sadar,
Belkuchi, Chowhali, Raigan|
Tarash and Shahzadpur are
marooned. Winter crops in-
cluding 'Maskalai' on about
115000 acres of land have
been damaged totally and
paddy on about 10.000 acres
of land were inundated. Road
communication in the char-
lands of Kazipur, Chowhali
and Belkuchi thanas are dis-
rupted. The primary schools
and madrasas of low lying are
closed down.

While visiting some newly
flood-affected areas on
September as it was observed
that the inmates who could
not take shelter on highlands
are living on house tops. In
Natuarpara Char and Char

Girish villages of Kazipur,
flood affected people living
on house tops told that they
could not take shelter on the
embankments as the pirates
in the remote areas are active
and even take away fins from
the submerged house roofs.

Situation worsened for the
cattle owners who can nor
manage fodder in the inun-
dated areas. No steps are
taken as yet to rescue the
marooned people by the ad-
ministration. People who
have by this time, managed to
take shelter on the embank-
ments face shortage of food
kerosene and matches as re-
llef operation in the district
is yet to be started.

On rush of northern hilly
water and incessant rainfall
have been causing flash floods
in the district for the fourth
time during this season.

While contacted, a source
of Sirajganj O & M Division of
Bangladesh Water Develop-
ment Board (BWDB) told this
correspondent on Saturday
last that rising trend of water
level may deteriorate the
situation.

Flood affects
75000 people
in Satkhira

SATKHIRA, Oct 10 About
20 villages under three
unions of Assassuni thana in
Satkhira district have been
inundated due to heavy
incessant rainfall and on rush
of water following d e of
Assassuni-Sriula WAPDA em-
bankment near the river
Kholpetua recently.

A total of 75000 people of
these areas have been af-
fected by the on rush of wa-
ter. The water started enter-
ing the areas when the em-
bankment was washed away
due to on rush of water from
Kholpetua river.

According to latest report,
Durgapur, Kodonda, Sree-
kalash. Adatatpur, Harib-
hanga. Sabdalpur, Assassuni.
Champaphul, Sodkona,
Balapota, Berakhalivi, Naktara
and Gazipur villages of these
areas have completely been
inundated due to on rush of
water following damage of
the embankment. About 575
kutcha houses and standing
crops on about 300 acres of
land were damaged.

Adequate relief, house
building materials and pure

Diarrhoea claims five
in Brahmanbaria
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BRAHMANBARIA, Oct 10.
Diarrhoea has claimed five
lives, and attacked 1231
other in all seven thanas of
the flood affected
Brahmanbaria district during
the last one month.

The worst affected areas
are Tarua village, Tashar vil-
lage, Fandaouk village.
Sarifpur village. Traishidah
village, Khayasar village,
Horon village. Dawra village,
Niamatpur village,
Shahzadapur village, Birasar
village. Bhadughar village,
Bira Horan village and
Nachirmagar village.

Of the victims, Abdul
Halim Khan, 18. and
Shahinur, 8, were claimed in
Tarua village and a baby
Shibly of 10 months in
Talshahor village under
Brahmanbaria sadar thana.
Tuni Begum was also claimed
in Fandouk village under
Nachirnagar thana of the dis-
trict, Civil Surgeon (CS) of-
fice sources said.

According to
Brahmanbaria sadar hospital
source. Kulsum Begum. 24

also died here last month.

CS office sources said that
1,231 persons were attacked
by diarrhoea under several
villages of Nachirnagar,
Sarail. Akhwra, Kasla, Nab-
inagar, Bancharamp and
Brahmanbaria sadar thana of
the district while at least 70
persons were suffering from

dysentry here.

According to diarrhoea
unit of Brahmanbaria sadar
hospital at least 115 diar-
rhoea patients were admitted
into sadar hospital in critical
conditions during the last
one month while one

died of diarrhoea in hospital.

Five to ten diearrhoea pa-
tients are admitted Y.
While contacted, Dr Johirul
Hoque, medical officer of di-
arrhoea cell of CS office said
that 140 medical team were

working in the affected areas
of the district.

He also informed that oral
saline (ORS) were available
here but Inter Veinous (IV)
saline were less compared to
the need.
