And that reminds me
of a far away village called Bongaon in the
remote recesses of Sylhet. There, in the
huge orchard of my Grandpa was an old tal
tree. All of us children knew that the cruell-
est of the ghosts lived there. I never
crossed the tree without running past it. 1
wonder where the ghost has gone now be-
cause that tal tree no longer weaves tales

into the lives of the villagers.
