Jamaat-e-Islami secretary
general Matiur Rahman
Nizami yesterday warned the
government of dire conse-
guences if it did not concede
to the demand for caretaker
government even after the 96
and 72-hour hartals.

Addressing a rally at the
north gate of Baitul Mukar-
ram Mosque in the aftermoon,
he said that with the sponta-
neous observance of the ever-
longest hartal in the country,
the government had virtually
lost its effectiveness.

Chaired by AT M Azharul
Islam, the rally was ad-
dressed by Advocate Sheikh
Ansar Ali, Abu Taher Mo-
hammad Masum and Matiur
Rahman Sikhder.

Nizami said, the 96-hour
hartal would remain as a
record’ under the BNP gov-
ernment. The BNP must
learn from the history,
otherwise, he said, it would
have to face the grievous con-
sequences.

He also said that tougher
action was ahead, if the gov-
ernment did hesitate to ac-
cept the demand for general
elections under a caretaker
administration. There could
not be any dialogue until the
demand was met, he said.
