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Gone are the days when the Dhakaites
could go for a joyride in the city and come
back grinning with happy memories of beauti-
ful sights and scenes. It is true that there is
hardly any nice places in the city to visit
ANYMOore.

When the Second Capital was built a
decade ago., many people found it to be a
sight for sore eyes. It used to be such a sale
and sound spot to hang around. But now that
it has become too crowded with chawallas,
jhalmurtiwallas and loafers, one has to think
twice before going there for the sake of
salety.

The (dead] Dhanmondi Lake is now way
beyond a spot to be a public recreation
ground. Before, people used to go there to fill
up their lungs with fresh air, couples went
there in search of romance: and children
found the lush meadows to be perfect play
grounds. Whereas now. with the poisonous
gas being emitted from the water, it has
| tumed into a greenwood. What is the point of
having a park anyway?

There are other parks, striving against
pollution, like the Ramna Park and Gulshan
Park but no one seems to be bothered to pre-
serve these beauty spots even after what hap-
pened to the (late) Dhanmondi Lake.

The city could be redecorated with sculp-
tures and arty structures, with fountains like
the outstanding one in front of the Sonargaon
Hotel or not to mention the one built and
then dismantled and then rebuilt in front of
the High Court and with real works of art to
bring new looks to the boring and dull facade
of the city.

While chattering and gibbering on the
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state of the city one day. one acquaintance
actually popped out questions like, ‘'what does
the fighter-plane hoisted at the end of the
Bijoy Sarani Road facing the Parliament
House really symbolize? It looks like it is
ready to take off and attack the National
Assembly if the political cliques started mis-
behaving (or should | say started behaving)
So. the works have to be meaningful as well.

It is well accepted that the artists are do-
ing well in the field of mural paintings
[namely the long scenic stretch at the Zia In-
ternational Airport), the portrait of Banga-
bandhu at his museum in Road No 32 and the
one in front of the Shugandha (the Prime
Minister's office) and the good works should
be kept up.

Imagine the tall bank wall in front of the
Shikkha Bhaban being mural painted with its
logo. It definitely sounds like a good idea and
it came from a well reputed TV personality.
But what the same person commented on the
mural done in front of Ershad's office is
something that makes you have second
thoughts.

He actually said that a friend of his disap-
proves of the work so much that he finds the
tile-cuts stinking like toilet every time he
walks past it. And we are not looking for
dodgy works like that but something that will
marvel us. Take for instance., the Shapla
Chottor or the Doel Chottor.

No. I must apologise for being so rude and
am sure that all of these fine works
(mentioned above) are meaningful and arty
enough. All I am trying to point out is that
city needs to be adorned a little bit more but
with better taste and imagination.
