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47 pc tax on rough stones, gold being lifted

competitive in foreign markets

COLOMBO., Nov 13: A duty
waiver on gold and rough
gem stones has added glitter
to Sri Lanka's jewellery in-
dustry, making exports more
competitive in the Japanese
and European markets. a
spokesman for the exporters
said, reports AFP

Deputy Finance Minister G

L Peiris announced Wednes-
day that the government was
lifting the 47 per cent tax on
rough stones and gold im-
ported by the export ori-
ented high value added in-
dustry in a bid to create more
jobs.
. "The duty cut is a very
significant move. We can
once again hope to compete
with exporters in India, Thai-
land and Hong Kong," the
spokesman for Srl Lanka's
Jewellery Manufacturing Ex-
porters Association said.

Minister Peiris said the
incentives, including duty
free import of machinery was
offered because of stiff for-
eign competition. He said

two state banks will also sell
gold to the industry at 3.5
per cent over the interna-
lional price.

"“The standards main-
tained by our craftsmen in
cutting and polishing rough
gemstones are considered
very high. As this industry
faces stiff competition from
several couniries, [ propose
these incentives.”" he said.

It could encourage im-
ports of cheap coloured
stones from the US, Alrica,
Cambodia and Pakistan to be
faceted and reexported to
Japan, Germany and the US.

"We are looking at the
emerging market in China.
With the duty cut, we will be
able to compete in that mar-
ket very effectively,”" spokes-
man for the Exporters Asso-
ciation Ifthikhar Aziz said.

The local lapidaries are
now expected to bring down
for reexport amethysts,
ites and even cheap emeralds
and sapphires that cost be-

tween one dollar and 20
lars a stone.

Earlier, Sri Lanka allowed
only the export of its own
gems and encouraged under
strict supervisionn the import
of diamonds to be cut at 12
cutting centres here and sold
mainly to Belgium.

Minister Peiris, in his
1996 budget proposals pre-
sented to parliament Wed-

nesday, said machinery and
accessories imported by the

jewellery industry will also be
exempted from import tax.
Sri Lanka was emerging as
a centre for polishing stones
because lapidaries in Ger-

many and Italy were becom-
ing too expensive while
Thailand too was pricing it-
selfl out of the market, indus-
try sources said.

"We do a good setting here
and send the stone back with
a good lustre. Our yields are
up to international standards
and our craftsmanship is bet-
ter than in India," a local
lapidarist said.

He said the modern lapi-
daries in Sri Lanka were set
up 16 years ago. This mainly
Buddhist nation has a tradi-
tion of cutting and polishing
gem stones that dated back
over 2,000 years.
