of Farakka Barrage should be created

RAJSHAHI UNIVERSITY
Nov 26 | Speakers at a semi-
nar titled "The impact of
Farakka Barrage on the socio-
economic and environmental
condition of Bangladesh” ob-
served thal a mass awareness
and opinion about adverse al-
fect of Farakka Barrage
should be created among the
masses (o obtain due share of
Ganges waler from neigh-
bouring state of India.

The seminar was organ-
ised under the auspices of
Institute of Bangladesh Stud-
jes (IBS) Alumni Association,
Rajshahi University in con-
nection with their second bi-
ennial conference at univer-
sity senate hall on November
24 with Prof M Aminuzzaman
Khan in the chair. Prof. M
Eusuf Ali, Vice- -Chancellor of
Rajshahi University - said
Farakka Barrage has become
a threat to our national free-
dom sovereignty as our na-
tional development. Due to
unilateral withdrawal of
Ganges waler socio-econoniic
and covironmental condition

of Bangladesh are o1 verge of
collapse. Due Lo high salinity
of water caused by the effect
of Farakka Barrage about 60
per cent of forest resources
are now facing extinction.
Frof. Eusuf alleged thatl
wastage of some 134 indus-
tries situated in India flouted
by Ganges waler is decreas-
ing fertility of our soil.

Prof M Altaf Hussain, Pro-
Vice Chancellor of Rajshahi
University said, Farakka is
not only a national issue but
also a international issue. In
India would also be aflected
in near future due to unilat-
eral  wilhdrawal of Ganges
water. He said the drastic re-
duction of Ganges flow and
consequent increased saline
water encroachment dis-
rupted the entire environ-
mental and ecological balance
of south-western region of
Bangladesh. Such change also
effected the aquatic life. The
vegelation and wild life in the
Sundarbans are in danger
with the condition increas-
unfavourable, many

people and wild animals had
gradually started migrating.
Andrew Alak Kumar Dewarl, a
IBS fellow said, frrigation to
some 43,000 hectares of land
under Ganges Kobadak (GK]
project, the biggest project
of Bangladesh has become
impossible due to adverse ef-
fect of Farakka Barrage.

Thousands of farmer of
Jhenidah, Magura. Meherpur
and Kushtia are in problem
clue to stoppage of water
supply for immigration pur-
pose in the zone under GK
project.

The irrigation programme
remained suspended since
January 2. 1994 following
abnormal fall in the water
level in river Padma.

Dewari added that thou-
sands of tubewells have gone
out of order causing scarcity
of drinking water in many ar-
€as.

Dr Abdur Rahman Sid-
dique in his paper titled,
‘Social and cultural impact of
withdrawal of the Ganges wa-

ter' observed that the with-
drawal of the Ganges water

.has been bringing about a far

reaching changes in society
and culture of Bangladesh
pushing millions of people in
poverty health hazards and
such other untold miseries.

Giving a survey report
conducted by him at two
thanas of Rajshahi and Pabna
districts he said, due to ad-
verse effect of Farakka Bar-
rage about 40 per cent farm-
ers turned into landless and
destitute, about 42 per cent
farmers have become unem-
ployed, 36.32 per cent sick
industries have been abol-
ished and irrigation problem
increased by 40 per cent.
Conflict over capturing char-
land has become a regular
feature, he added.

Dr Mahfuzul Haque in his
paper, "Farakka; its environ-
mental impacts on south-
western Bangladesh" said.
scarcity of water in main
Ganges and its tributaries has
disturbed the water flow
pattern, velocity turbidity, to-
tal dissolved solids (TDS) and
salinity level on which vast
resources of fish depends.

Hilsa and other species of
fish along with twelve species
of prawns in the south-west-
ern zone are also badly af-
fected. Thousands of fisher-
men are now out of job. The
effect on pisciculture and
supply of: fish canses the
enormous supply problem.

Dr Mahfuz also mentioned
that the Sundarbans the

largest mangrove forest in -

the world is presently under
threat due to withdrawal of
Ganges water. The phenom-
ena of "top dying” of Sundari
tress is facing extinction due
to intrusion of" salt water
caused by Farakka Barrage.

Prof. Mahmud Shah
Qureshi, Director of IBS, Prof
Safar Ali Akandah. ex-direc-
tor of 1IBS, Prof. Dr Zainul
Abedin. Prof Shamsur Rah-
man, Dr Rabiul Hussain, Dr
Zaglul Hayder and Anwar
Hussain were among others
who took part on the discus-
sion.

Diarrhoea claims 14 lives,

8,000 others attacked in B'baria

BRAHMANBARIA, Nov 26
Diarrhoea has broken out in
an epidemic form here and
has claimed 14 lives attack-
ing at least 8,000 others in
all seven thanas — Sarail

Nasirnagor, Akhaura, Kasba.
Nabinagor, Bancharampur
and Brahmanbaria sadar
thana of the district during
the last two months.

The worst effected areas
are Tarua village, Brahman-
hatha village, Birashar village,
Astagram village and Kachait
village of Brahmanbaria sadar
thana, Atikur village, Sreed-
har village, Guniauk village
and Balakut village of Nashir-
nogor thana and Kushumbari
village of Akhawrana thana

According to diarrhoea
unit of Brahmanbaria sadar
hospital sources, twenty five
to thirty diarrhoea patients
were admitted into the hos-
pital everyday during the last
one month.

In this connection. Dr Md
Gulam Mostafa, Residential
Medical Officer (RMO) of
Brahmanbaria hospital said
that diarrhoea patient in-

creased in October '95. 23 to
29 diarrhoea patients were
admitted then. But, at pre-
sent, 10 to 19 patients are
admitted every day.

According to Civil
Surgeon (CS) Office sources
here, the people were not
only attacked by diarrhoea
disease but also by dysentery.

it was reported that 70
persons were suffering from
dysentery here, CS office
sources said.

While contacted, Dr Md
Jahirul Hoque, Medical Offi-
cer of the Diarrhoea Cell of
CS office said that 140 medi-
cal teams were working in
the affected areas of the dis-
trict. He also informed that
Oral saline (ORS) were avalil-
able here for the treatment
of diarrhoea but supply of
Inter Venous (IV] saline
were less compared to the
need,

Seed crisis may hamper
wheat, potato cultivation
target in Jamalpur

JAMALPUR. Nov. 26 © The
target of wheat and potato
cultivation in all seven thanas
of the district may not be
achieved during the current
season for want of seeds.

The Battle of Kamanna

27 freedom fighters were
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killed in Jhenidah

JHENIDAH, Nov 26:
November 27 is the tragic
day in our history of Libera-
tion War of 1971 for the peo
ple of Jhenidah distnict. The
battle of Kamaiina was fought
on this day where 27 Free-
dom Fighters including an
old man and a woman were
killed. These lives were ded-
icated to free the country
from the occupation of Pak-
istan Army and their collabo-
rators in the early hours of
November 27, 1971.

A group of 42 freedom lov-
ing youngmen from different
parts of Magura district gath-
ered at Kamanna. some 12
kilometres east of Sailkupa
thana headquarters on the
night of November 26. Led by
Abu Bakar of Hazipur in
Magura and Alamgir of village
Malithia in Sailkupa thana of
Jhenidah district they took
shelter in the house and a
tin-shed godown of Madhab
Chandra Bhowmik and
Samena Begum of the local
ity. After completion of din-
ner 32 Freedom Fighters
went to bed in the house of
Madhab Chandra Bhowmik
and 10 in the house of
Samena Begum.

Kazi Fazlur Rahman, 50,
an eve witness of the tragic
incident said that the Pak
Army was informed about the
whereabouts of the Freedom
Fighters and conseguently
sent messages to Jhenidah
and Magura army camps. In
the dead of the night of
November 27 at least 500
Pak Army and their collabora-
tors, raided the entire village
with automatic weapons.

Just before the call of Fa-
jar prayers the attackers

started firing indiscrimi-
nately. They first attacked
the house and tin-shed
goclown  where the Freedom

Fighters had taken shelter
22 youngmen were Kkilled
there with gun shots and

myonet charging. The enemy
lmﬂr entered into the house

of Samena Begum and took
[ive Freedom Fighters outside
the house and killed them
brutally. Five Freedom Fight-
ers, nowever, managed to
flee certain death, Rahman
said.

Rahman further said that
the Freedom Fighters ol Ka-
manna who had taken shelter
were informed by their
sources from Dhalaharachan-
dia and Abaipur points that
they might be attacked by the
Fak Army in the night. But
the message unfortunately
could not reach the proper
authorities in time which
threw the Freedom Fighters
in trouble.

Hearing the tragic news
Freedom Fighters f[rom
neighbouring areas rushed to
the spot but the killers had
already left the spot.

During gun battle Fani
Bhushan Kundu, an old man
was shot dead when he
tried to save an injured Free-
dom Fighter. Ranga Nessa,
another housewile of the vil-
lage was shot dead when she
had gone to a nearby river,
Kumar to bring water for her
family.

The Freedom Fighters
afterwards were buried. The
bodies of the 27 martyrs
were buried by the north
bank of river Kumar in a mass
graveyard. The dead. wers
identified as  Mosain, Kadey,
Shahidul, Soleman,

Wahed, 'Read, Alalﬂ!i
Motleb, Ali Hossain, Sharlﬁ.ﬂ
Alimuzzaman, Anisur, Tajul,
Maniruzzaman Masim, Raz-
zak. Kauser, Saleq. Aziz, Ak-
bar, Selim. Hossain, Rashed,
Goljer. Adhir and Goiur,

Body of Fani Bhushan
Kundu was burnt according
to Hindu religion and Ranga
Nessa was buried near her

familv gravevard.
