Cendition of Family Planning
amme in Moulvibazar
district is far from satislac-

According to the official
records of the district Family
Planning Department, about
41 per cent of fertile couples
still now are not affiliated wi-
th the programme. Unofficial
information shows real per-
centage in this regard is
much more higher than that
of official figures. It was also
observed that the achieve-
ment of the Family Planning
Programme by different
NGOs are satisfactory though.
they are working in few sp-
ecific areas of the district.

A total of 1.22,360 fertile
couples out of 2.07 178 were
brought under the Family
Planning Programme in six

thanas of the district till
August of this year from the
very beginning. Target achi-
eved in this period stands at
only 59 per cent. This rate of
achievement included ach-
ievement of NGOs.

An official, working at the
office of the district Family
Planning (FP) Department
informed that, Srimongal
thana of the district is in top
position of achievement
where 62 per cent of fertile
couples are the active users
of FP methods. Position of
Rajnagar thana is on the
bottom of the list where 53
per cent couples are active
users. Position of other
thanas of the district are

The official explains —
23,270 fertile couples have
been brought under the
Family Planning Programme
against the target of 37,441
couples in Srimongal thana,
13,706 couples against target
of 25,621 in Rajnagar thana,
20,166 couples against target
of 33,626 in Sadar thana,
17,135 couples against target
of 30,208 in Kamalgonj
thana, 30,109 couples against
target of 49,995 in Kulaura
thana and 17.974 (fertile
couples have been brought
under the programme against
target of 30,287 in Baralekha
thana.

All the above mentioned
figures were recorded during
the very starting period of
August 1995,

It was observed that the
Family Planning Department
in Moulvibazar district has
failed to achieve its yearly
target though the depart-
ment is a well organised with
its manpower.

According to official
records of the district Family
Planning office, in 1993-94,
they had achieved 68 per
cent of their target. During
the year, a total of 57,415
fertile couples had been
brought under the Family
Planning Programme against
target of 84440 couples. In
1994-95, their achievement
was 58 per cent of target and

956796 had been brought
under the programme.

On the other hand,

.perfwmanm of NGOs who

are also in this field
are better than that of the

government department.

There are [ive Non-Go-
vernment Organisations (NGOs)
working in the selected areas
of four thanas under the
district to implement the FP
Programme,

‘The Protisruti’' is working
at sadar thana where 3980
fertile couples have been
brought under the progra-
mme by them. Their targeted
number of couples were
7991.

“The Path-Finder' is wor-
king at Srimongal-Kamalgonj
thanas, where 5448 fertile
couples have been brought
under the programme by
them. Their targeted number
of couples were 9117.

"The Swanirbhar
Bangladesh' is working at
Kulaura thana and they have
brought 2413 fertile couples
under the programme against
their targeted 3711 couples.

The Jana Kalyan Sangstha'
is working at Kulaura thana
and they have brought 2317
couples out of targeted 4629
couples. '

'The Sahayata Sangstha’ is
also working at Kulaura thana.
481 couples out of targeted
1347 have been brought
under the programme by
them.

Moulvibazar district has a

well organised Family Plan-
ning Department with suffic-
jent number of manpower.
The number of field stalff,
working at village level are
392. Of them 60 are Family
Planning Inspectors (FFPI)
and 332 are Family Welfare
Assistants (FWA). Another 9
posts of FPl and 10 post of
FWA are lying vacant since
long.
Besides this, 36 Medical
Assistants, 72 Family Pla-
nning Visitors (FPV), 6 Thana
Family Planning Officers
(TFPO). 4 Assistant Thana
Family Planning Officer
(ATFPO) and 14 office
assistants are working at
different thana offices and
union based Family Welfare
Centres (FWC}. Another 2
posts of ATFPO's and 4 posls
of oflice assistants have been
lying viwant.

A Mulernity Hospital at
Moulvibazar district head-
guarters is running under
Family Planning Department.
Both the outdoor and indoor
services are being given from
this hospital. Besides this,
there are 36 union based
Family Welfare Centres (FWC)
in the district. Medical Assis-
tant (Diploma Physicians) and
Family Planning Visitors
(FPV] are working at FWC
from where, people in ge-
neral can get outdoor service
relating lo FP and malternity
matters.

However. services to the
people from Moulvibazar
Family Planning Department

are beyond satisfaction.
of field
stafl like FWA, FPI, Medical
Assistants and FPV, is a
common feature-alleged by
the concerned people. It has
also been observed that this
important sector at Moulvi-
bazar district has been
allegedly run by non-tec-
hnical staff. Deputy Director,
Assistant Directors at district
level, TFPO and ATFPO at
thana level, and FPI and FWA
at village level are non-tech-
nical personis by profession.
Very few posts of Medical
Officer at district level,
Medical Assistant (Diploma
Physician) and FPV at union
level are only technical
persons in' the department.
At thana level management of
the department, have no
technical personality.

The posts of FWA are
reserved for women and they
are the main force of the FP
Department who are directly
involved with the people.

motivate the people and
bring them into the
programme of FP. Activities
of FWA's are supervised by
the FPl who are also non-
technical by their profession.

More than three FWA are
working under supervision of
one FPI. These FPI are liable
to TFPO accordingly.

A FWA — the field level
worker of FP Department
said, they are always busy to
satisfy the need of their
controlling officials like FPI
and TFPO. If the FWA do it

successfully, they could
manage their duty. As a
result, most of the FWA and
FPI allegedly do not perform
their duties regularly.

On the other hand,
necessary medicines have
been allocated to union based
FWCs from thana FP office.
The thana FP offices are
entitled to bear the trans-
portation cost of medicine
from thana FP office to FWCs.
But it was alleged that the
thana FP office never gave the
transportation cost to FWC.
As a result, In-Charge of FWC
has to bear the cost from
their own pocket though the
vouchers and register books
duly maintained in
regard, it was alleged.

When asked about the
matter to Moulvibazar sadar
thana FP office, they denied
the allegation and sowed the
accounts and vouchers. On
the issue of irregularity in the
duty of FWA and FPI, an
official of district FP office
denied the facts and added
that the field staff are
directed to submit their
work schedule of next
months within 25th of
previous months. He claimed,
that due to this process,
scope of negligency in duty
by field staff have been
ovVercome.

The people have urged the
concerned authority to take
necessary steps to develop
the situation prevailing in the
Family Planning sector. -
