Seminar on AIDS

Determinants for explosive
outbreak of AIDS exists

Only nine cases ol the Ac-

quired Immune Deliciency

Syndrome [AIDS) have been
detected so far in this coun-
try. while a total of 44 indi-
viduals have been found car-

the human immunode-

ficiency virus (HIV), the virus

that causes AIDS, since the
first case was recorded in
1989.

Of the nine with AIDS,
three have already died and
the rest are currently suffer-
ing from tuberculosis.

The figures were revealed
at the first national media
seminar on HIV/AIDS, organ-
ised by the National AIDS
Committee (NAC) in collabo-
ration with the World Health
Organisation (WHO), held
Tuesday at a city hotel.

Although Bangladesh is a
low prevalence area with re-
gard to HIV/AIDS, all the
determinants for an explosive
outbreak of an epidemic exist
in the country, the experts

participating at the seminar
observed.

"We are sitting on an AIDS
tine bomb." warned Prof A Q
M Badruddoza Choudhury,
Chairman of the NAC. adding
that now was the Lime to act
to prevent an explosion.

"Prevention is the only
cure for AIDS,” Prof Choud-
hury said. while calling upon

'Eﬁrgﬁtd""" ia to play a more pos-

itive role in disseminating

information on AIDS preven-
tion to people of all classes
and creed.

"Media messages should
be kept simple and vulnera-
ble groups, such as profes-
sional sex workers and blood
donors, drug addicts and
day-labourers, should be tar-
geted,” he elaborated.

An early epidemic of the
deadly disease already exists
in Bangladesh, Maj Gen
(Retd) M R Chowdhury,
Chairman, Technical Com-
mittee, NAC pointed out.

The rate of new infections
can be brought down through
promoting safe sex practices,
use of condoms, control of
sexually-transmitted diseases
which facilitate the spread of
HIV, screening of all donated
blood and by making more
widely available disposable
sterile syringes and free con-
doms, M R Choudhury told
the seminar.

The government has allo-
cated Taka 24 crore for five
years for the HIV/AIDS pre-
vention and control pro-
gramme in Bangladesh, he
added.

Asia., particularly the
south and south-east region,
is currently the 'hotbed' of
HIV infection where cases
are yearly increasing at an
alarming rate, said Prof Niu
Thew, a representative of
WHO.
