Even t much of Dhaka is just stone
and cement ildings, crowded streets and
narrow lanes, yet the people cherish gréenery
and flowers in their own te ways.

Shushil. a fifty- -old friend of mine, has
only the weekend off (he otherwise works
overtime every day at his Dilkusha office). He
spends a major part of his time off in pruning,

weeding. d and wate his collection of
20 pots on terrace at Wari. He grows every-
thing from kazi peyara to lemons. rpses.
miarigolds. chrysanthemums. tube-roses, beli,
kamini and bougainvillea. !

Because of monkeys that frequent the
neighbourhood. .many of Shushil's .precious
roof-top fruits and flowers are destroyed. Also,

ihere is no way that he can change his soil and -

Shushil insists that after 15 years, the soil
should be altered. At the end of the day he
makes a bouqguet of his flowers or sometimes
gets a handful of belis'and presents them to his
wife Mala, who certainly appreciates this tradi-
tional romantic ure.
Sharukh, who has lived in Dhaka for 25
s now, craves for greenery in her small flat,
has 6 bonsai plants for which her daughter
has paid Tk 800 to Tk 1,000. With these she
decorates her small living room at Kalabagan.
Added to these are palm trees and money
Ehmla. Gorgeous leaves decorate even the
itchen, pathroom and the veranda. "l love
gardening and plants. We live cooped up in this
two-roomed flat at Kalabagan. My life means

home. The plants add cool in the heat of Dhaka
and decorate the place as well. 1 water and
trim the plants regularly. I am glad to have
mmﬂhin& to do, now that my children have
grown up,” Sharukh says.

I have an uncle of mine who lives in a flat
with a large terrace in Pallabi, Mirpur. He has
massive cement pots on his roof-top and he
spends every evening after his office waterin
his numerous plants which he has collecte
from far off places like Thailand. Sri Lanka and
Pakisian. He waters his potted plants with a
waler-carrier. He then sits amidst the plants
with his young children and reads out to them
from the books written by Charles Dickens.
Jane Austen. Emily Bronte and E M Foster.
Sometimes they have tea and samosas sitting
on the terrace amidst the flewers and plants.
My uncle stays on to say his evening prayers
and then goes off for his evening walk among
the lanes near the house.

While walking on Crescent Road. passing a
mew's haircutting saloon. I saw small plants
being grown in empty Fanta and Coca Cola bot-
tles. e plants with their tiny green leaves
added beauty and atmosphere to a normally in-
sipid and run of the mill place.

With p:rlgalt living in small flats in Dhaka.
with no garden or lawn for the average individ-
ual, potted plants are an answer'to craving for
greenery. They can be bought in places like the
roadside near the new market at reasonable
