RANGPUR, May 6: The
acute scarcily of fodder. high
prices and non-avatability ol
essential medicines, lack of
marketing facilities of milk
and absence of required
amenities at the artificial in-
semination centres have ad-
versely been affecting cattle
farming across the district for

Ever‘_‘f year the natural
ﬁmi&ﬂu like dm;;%l;t and
s stan Crops
and gram ether caus-
ing acute crisis ol fodder be-
si C loss.
Due to negligences towards
develgpment of the fate of the
cattle resources, the cattle
farm owners and the farmers

in- general had been facing ad-

verse economic hardships. Ing

the face of such apathy to cat-
tle wealth, the pencﬂlc of the
country had been deprived of
tting sufficient protein and
oodstuffs from the milk and
meat, it is alleged.
With the massive cultivation

L]
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of paddy and other crops most
of the barren grounds were
turned as crop lleld and now
there left no adequate and ex-
ct‘ss lands to be used for graz-
ing of the cattles. as such the
cattleheads became completely
dependant on hey and other
substitute foods like maize,
pulses, wheat. grasses and
machanised ' balanced fodder
whiclhr were not available as per
requirements.

The high prices ol fodder
threw the cattle fArmers into a
greal economic hardship to
run cattle farms.

To cater growing demand of
the cattleheads, a planning was
needed to be chalked out to
E;nduce fodder both agro-

sed and machanised, accord-
ing to the experienced circles.

The acute crisis and high

rices of the medicines had

n persisting for long caus-
ing a great prablem to the cat-
tie owners.

It was noticed that in ab-
sence of proper medical aids. a

in Rangpur

large nuinber of cattles every
year die due 1o lack of treat-
mient facilities. The farmers al-
leged that although the gov-
ernment had shown much in-
terest to develop cattle farm-
ings and in this context large-
scale imports of the improved
cattles going on now a days,
but no such initiatives was
taken so far 1o produce essen-
tial drugs for cattles since the
imported improved varieties of
cattle need much medicines
comparing to local ones.

The marketing facilities for
the milk produced in town and
villages were quite inadequate.
A litre of milk sells in the town
area at hetween Taka 12.00
and Taka 16.00 while in the
rural areas it is available for Tk
8.00 to Tk 10.00.

The inadequate amenities
and lack of experts in the arti-
lieial insemination centres ad-
versely hindering the devel-
opment of cattle farming
across the district. i
