Economics or Agriculture group or (b) 50% marks
in Commerce group or Diploma in Commerce or
(c) 45% marks 1in Humanities. In no case, grace
marks will be counted but marks of the 4th subject
which are added to the aggregate will be counted.

2.  Those who passed at least three subjects at the
GEC or 'O’ Level and 2 subjects at the 'A' Level
examinations held in 1994 or 1995 are eligible to
apply. But they must have at least 3B and 2C
grades at GEC/'O' Level and 'A’ Level.
