to eradicate the use of child
labour which is quite com-
mon in the third world
countries.

However the intention of
the Pope is not meant to de-
pict some pessimistic condi-
tion of the status of children
in the society. It is, rather,
an invitation to spot out the

roblems and to create
opeful means for a bright
future of children in the
world. There are two fields
in the mind of the Pope
where children could be
trained to taste the peace
and make it available to all ;
family and institutions.
The Pope considers the
family as the "first school of
ace” in which there exists,
divine will, favourable
elements (o taste peace
through mutual love. The
duty of parents to raise their
children properly is perhaps
the most exciting. challeng-
ing and responsible job. It is
not an instinctive ‘natural
process but one that re-
quires skill. imagination.
commonsense and of course,
patience. In families par-

ents shape new human be-
ings and they keep that
shape evidently for lile,
"Children need models more
than they need critics.” ac-
cording to J Joubert. In this
regard, the Pope writes "It is
above all in the home that,
before ever a word is spoken.
children should experience
God's love in the love which
surrounds them. In the
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family thev learn that God
warnts peace and mutual un-
derstanding among all hu-
man beings, who are called
to be one great family.” Par-
ents are mirrors that com-
municate God's love to the
child. Besides what the chil-
dren learn at home. they
should be trained specifi-
cally in other institutions,
keeping in mind that each

child is an individual.
unique with his icular
pace and style ol develop-
ment. Raising a child well
means working with his or
her individual qualities, not
trying to change them. So, it
is the duty of every one and
every institution “"to lead
children gradually to under-
stand the nature and de-
mands of peace within their
world and culture.” The
words of Pope John Paul is
clear on this aspect: "Chil-
dren need to learn the his-
tory of peace and not simply
the history of victory and
defeat in war.”

The world of today needs
very badly the sense of peace
at all levels. Let the appeal
of the Pope be a sign of hope
for every one to take initia-
tive according to his own
capacity and to work for
peace where the children
would taste and enjoy a [u-
ture of peace. Parents have
given their children physi-
cal life. Protecting that life
is im ant but it is not
enough. The most loving gift
one could give for children
is the opportunity to taste
the real peace with which
they will be able to grow and
become responsible, sell-
reliant and ha citizens.
Hence, Pope John Paul Il
concludes his message of
peace for 1996, "Let us all
unite to fight every kind of
violence and to conquer
war! Let us create the condi-
tions which will ensure that
children can receive as the
legacy of our generation a
more united and fraternal
world!”
