"2 pc of working journalists in
city are women’

Only two per cent of the
journalists working for city
newspapers are women. This
was revealed in a survey con-
ducted recently, reports BSS.

The survey was carried out
among the journalists of 21
newspapers published from
Dhaka city.

It was observed that about 52
per cent of all the working
journalists were of 26-35 age
group, while only three per cent
belonged to 56-65 age group.

According to the survey,
about 60 per cent journalists of
the Dhaka city are holders of
Master degrees while the re-
maining 40 per cent have Bach-
elor degrees.

The study found that the ma-
jority of the journalists have
small families. About 46 per
cent of them have four to six
family members and only two
per cent have more than 12
members.,

According to the study, 45
per cent of the journalists are
the sole earning members ol
their respective families.

The survey said, 75 daily
newspapers are published from
the city while 525 newspapers
and magazines are at present
published in the country in-
cluding 195 dailies, 218 week-
lies, 34 fortnightlies and 78
monthlies.
