BONN, Feb 13: Germany's
former World Cup-winning
captain and coach Franz
Beckenbauer has hinted he
might be interested in a

litical career, rts Reuter.

Beckenbauer told the
German weekly Die Woche that
he might be ready to give up his
ob as chairman of Bayern

unich to take up a post in the
German government as
minister for sport.

"l can deal with people and
have never been afraid of
taking decisions,”" he sdid in an
interview to be published today.

"It is time that sport had its
own ministry in view of its
present importance and social
responsibilities.”

Sport is presently part of the
portfolio of the German
interior minister.

Beckenbauer, who captained
his country to the World Cup in
1974 and coached the Germans
to the title in 1990, could be
considered for the office since
ministers in Germany do not
have to be elected Members of
Parliament.

Leading figures in the world
game have sugglf:sted in the past
that 51-year-old Beckenbauer
would make a good future
president of the world
governing body FIFA.

But for the moment his mind
is on a leading role in
Germany's bid for the 2006
World Cup finals. The same
kind of position which France
gave to Michel Platini in their
successful campaign to host the
1998 tournament.

2008 Olympics bid

USOC to decide
in May

PHILADELPHIA, Feb 13:
American cities hoping to host
the 2008 Olympic Games were
told Wednesday to t inter-
national resistance to an early
return of the Games to the
United States, reports Reuter.

US Olympic Committee
(USOC) nff?cia s, at a seminar
for cities thlnkin‘]g of entering
the lucrative Olympics-host
sweepstakes, said any US entry
for 2008 would face negative
international perceptions of
last year's Atlanta Games and a
feeling that other regions de-
serve a chance.

“What we're trying to do here
is just make the cities know
that 2008 is going to be a real
challer%e,” USOC executive di-
rector Richard Schultz told re-
porters. "We don't want to
dampen their enthusiasm.”

The committee is expected to
decide by May whether to back a
bid for 2008, or wait until at
least 2012.

Although some 40 isa-

tions regrewng cities i :
ested In events ?ﬁm ed
the semitiar, Aboitt eight cities
— Baltimore; Beston, Chicago,
Cincinnati, Houston, New York,
Seattle and Washington DC —
were considered to be seriously
contemplating an Olympics bid.
USOC public affairs director
Mike Moran said.

Alfredo La Mont, director for
international relations of the
USOC said: "The International
(Olympic) Committee’'s percep-
tion of the Atlanta Games is
negative,

This was mostly due, Schultz
said, to transport lems that
marred the initial days of the
Games and the heavy presence
of street vendors that drew
complaints of over-commer-
cialism.

La Mont also said there is a
eneral feeling that before the

lympics come back to North
America "They should go to Eu-
rope first (in 2004) then to
rica or South America.”

China. which narrowly lost
out to Sydney, Australia for the
right to stage the 2000 Games,
would also be a serious con-
tender, he said.

The 10C will choose a host
for the 2004 Summer Games in
September. After that, cam-
paigning for the 2008 Olympics
ﬁ;:ts underway in earnest, La

ont said.

He said Paris, London, and
Cairo already were preparing
bids — giving them a significant
time advantage. And bids could
be expected from some of the
losers in the chase for the 2004
Games.

A city can expect to spend 5
million to 10 million dollars
preparing a bid for the US
committee, and another 20
million dollars to 30 million
do'lars to prepare the bid for
the international committee,
Mont said. Then comes the cost
of hosting the games — in At-
lanta’'s case, about 1.8 billion
dollars.

"To score a goal like this,
especially against England at
Wembley, is a dream for me."
Zola said. "It is what [ dreamed
about as a small boy, scoring
this kind of goal on this kind of
occasion.”

What an occasion it was,
with a sellout crowed of 75,055
on hand for a game that was
built up in both countries to the
level of a World Cup final.

Zola's goal put ltaly in a
commanding position in the
Group Two standings and left
England uncertain of qualify-
ing for next year's World Cup in
France.

"We took a very big step to-
day.," Zola said. "Beforehand,
England were almost convinced
they would win. This probably
hurt them, We didn't make that
same mistake."

The teams are even orn
points with nine, but Italy have

layed one less game than Eng-
Fand. Italy also will have the
home advantage when the two
teams play each other in their
final qualifiers Oct. 11,

Only the top team in the
group will qualify automati-
cally for the 32-nation field in
France. Poland, Georgia and
Moldova are the other teams in
the group.

"It is a setback, but not a dis-
aster,” said England coach
Glenn Hoddle, who lost his first
game in four starts since taking
over for Terry Venables last
summer. "] said before the game
that qualification wouldn't de-
pend on this one result.

While England lost a World
Cup qualifier at home aiter 20
wins and eight ties, Italy exor-
cised the pain of their f[irst-
round elimination from last
summer's European Champi-
onship.

"We didn't deserve what
haf)pened to us last sunmer.”
Zola said. "This helps make up
for that.”

The goal came when Zola
raced into the penalty area to
latch on to a long pass f[rom
Alessandro Costacurta. He con-
trolled the ball with one deft
touch of his right foot to get
away from defenders Stuart
Pearce and Sol Cambell. then
rifled a shot inside goalkeeper
lan Walker's near post.

“The ¢ontrel “of the ball was
everything,” Zola said. "It put
me in a position to shoot and it
was a wonderful moment.”

The shot apparently took a
slight deflection off Campbell.
