Hezbollah, or the Party of
God, maintains bases in Iglim
al-Tuffah., which faces an Is-
raeli-occupied border enclave
in south Lebanon.

Sunday's raid came two days
after Israeli warplanes raid
suspected mm.ﬂﬂu
in an area between Iqlim aly
Tutlah and the market towni of
Nabatiyeh.

Security officials said the

targeted area is often used by
Hezbollah guerillas as a
launching pad for operations
against Israeli troops and for
the transfer of weapons between
the two areas.

escalating in Sri Lanka

COLOMBO, Mar 2: Violent
clashes between political par-
ties are escalating in Sri Lanka
despite a government crack-
down on illegal guns ahead of
key local council elections, po-
lice said today, rtwrtu AFP.

Supporters of the ruling peo-
ple's alliance and the main op-
position United National Party
were leading attacks against
each other and sometimes
fought among themselves, po-
lice said.

Police records show that
nearly 500 complaints had been
lodged on poll-related violence
since nominations for the
March 21 local government
election closed three weeks ago.

"So far the main incidents
are arson and destruction of

roperty and physical vio-
ence," a police spokesman said.
"The main incident was the
murder of a government MP
and a bodyguard.”

The killing three weeks ago
of ruling party legislator Na-
landa Ellawela and a police

guard by gunmen alleged to be
opposition UNP politicians has
fueled political violence across
the country, officials said.
UNFP's General Secretary
Gamini Athukorale escaped an

Russia, Belarus agree to hold
referendums on reunification

MOSCOW. Mar 2: Russian
President Boris Yeltsin and Be-
larus President Alexander Luk-
ashenko have agreed in prin-
ciple to hold referendums in the
two countries on their re-
unification, local press reported
today, says Xinhua.

Yeltsin will announce the
plan next Thursday in his ad-
dress to parliament, Interfax
news agency quoted Kremlin
SOUTCEeSs as saying.

The sources said that
Yeltsin. in January letter to
Lukashenko, proposed holding
simultaneous national referen-
dums, or something like it, on
closer integration between the
two ex-Soviel republics.

Lukashenko. and ardent
supporter of reunification with
Russia, reportedly agreed to the
proposal, adding that suprana-
tional power' should be given to
the committee in charge of inte-
gration.

The two leaders signed a deal
last April to create a 'cominuni-
ty' with closer political and,
econoiiic links, and 1o set u
supranational governing bod-
ies.

The move, if successfully
carried out. would combine the
two countries into a new state
with one central government,

one currency and one budget,
their economic systems fully
Illt‘r%;?f].

CIA drops over 1000 informants

- 'WASHINGTON . Mar 2:
CIA has dropped over 1,00
cret informants after determin-
ing that many of them, espe-
cially in Latin America, were
involved in human rights
abuses, The Washington Post
reported today, says AFP.

Quoting unnamed sources,
the post said that while the Cen-
tral Intelligence Agency dro-
pped many of the informants
because they were deadwood, "a
disproportionately high num-
ber of informants dropped for
(human rights) abuses were
employed in Latin America
during the 1980s and early
1990s. but some were employed
in the Middle East and Asia.”

The paper said that "the
magnitude of the cuts suggests

the agency's clandestine service.

had a broader problem with in-
formants than the CIA has pub-
licly acknowledged.”

discharged informants ap-
proachéd one<thir& of the total’
number of informants em-
ployed by the CIA.

Officials said the purge was
prompted by a smaller review
in 1994 of CIA informants in
Latin America. which the post
said "startled agency managers
by turning up abundant evi-
dence that the agency employed
many foreigners implicated in
human rights abuses."

That review was sparked by
the CIA's discovery that an in-
formant in El Salvador "had
human rights problems.”" a
former official told the daily.

As a result, the CIA's Latin
America division in early 1995
began dropping informants. in-
cluding some in Guatemala
"credibly alleged to have or-
cdered. planned, or participated”

in abuses, according to a June
1996 repert.

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SLORC seems less

challenges

YANGON, Mar 2: Myanmar's
dry-season offensive has rolléd
over ethnic Karen strongholds
but the ruling junta has been
less successful in resolving the
political challenge posed by the
country's many minorities, re-
ports AFP.

For decades. ethnic-based

uerilla movements have
ought the central government
for the right to live without ine
terference from the majority
Burmese in their own areas
around Myanmar's borders.

And for decades, the central
government has opposed those
demands as leading to unac-
ceptable instability and tanta-
mount to breaking up the na-
tion.

Fifteen of the 16 big guerilla
groups have signed ceasefires in
exchange for development as-
sistance from the central gov-
ernment. The only holdout, the
Karen National Union (KNU), is
now the target of a military jug-
gernaut.

Cessation of battlefield hos-
tilities is only part of the story.

The junta, officially known
as the State Law and Order
Restoration Council (SLORC]),
must also reach political
agreement with the minorities
if there is to be peace and politi-
cal unity.

The junta "can neutralise the
minorities militarily, but they

still have to address their polit-
ical grievances, and there is no
sign they are prepared to do that
if it means compromise," a for-
eign diplomat commented.

Negotiations on power-shar-
ing are under way in the Na-
tional Convention which is out-
lining a new constitution for
Myanmar, SLORC officials say.

Minority leaders say there
are no contacts now and talks
are deadlocked.

China hikes defence
spending by 12.7 pc

BEIJING, Mar 2: China an-
nounced a planned 12.7 ‘Ever cent
increase in annual defence
spending Sunday, higher than
inflation and despite a pro-
jected overall budget deficit, re-
ports AP.

The announced increase in
the military budget came after
Chinese generals called for
more high-tech arms and
equipment to ensure that China
can win regional conflicts.

The modernisation of the
Chinese military, the world's
largest with 2.9 million mem-
bers. has made China's neigh-
bours uneasy, several of whom
have conflicting territorial
claims with Beijing.

Finance inister Liu
Zhongli, speaking on the sec-
ond day of the annual meeting
of China's legislature, forecast
spending of 80.57 billion yuan
(9.7 billion dollars) on defence
this year, compared to 71.50
billion (8.6 billion dollars) last
year. The 12.7 per cent jump
compares to plans to keep the
inflation rate at 6 per cent this
year.

Foreign analysts believe
China spends much more on its
army than appears in the an-
nual budget. China says its mil-
itary spending, which has
grown steadily in recent years,
remains low compared to the
United States and other Westemn
countries.

Liu did not explain this
year's increase. But on Satur-
day, Premier Li Peng said China
