"This was explained to the
relevant Malaysian authori-
ties, and the MCA sought and
obtained official permission
for the fielding of the Israeli
team.” Tunku Imran was quoted
as saying by Bernama, the na-
tional news agency.

Malaysia has no diplomatic
ties with Israel but has limited
trade relations. The appearance
of the Israeli team would be a
first in Malaysian sports.

Israel took part in the 1974
Asian Games in Teheran. but
was subsequently included in
the European Zone for interna-
tional sporting events.

Israel, among 22 teams tak-
in;i[ part at the ICC tournament,
will open their campaign for
non-Test playing countries
against Kenya on Monday.

Tunku Imran said the two
previous winners of the ICC
Trophy, Sri Lanka and Zim-
babwe, had performed well in
international Test matches
which are the supreme measure
of world cricket competition.

The Israel team is expected
to arrive here on Friday or Sat-
urday. The three top teams will
qualify for the cricket World
Cup. joining the nine existing
Test nations.
