"When you look at this
match you can imagine this is
two alien intellects fighting to
death, not even the first blood,”
said Kasparov, who is also a
master at promoting his game
and making a chess match
sound a yptic.

"l think that now my mind is
working along the lines of com-

uter psychology.” he told
uters after arriving in New
York for the 1.1 million dollars
contest. "l have zero informa-
tion. I have to assume it's a
computer and I have to build a
strategy that's based on that
fact. It's machine.”

The scientists say Benjamin
has helped them supplement
the computer's ability to look at
hundreds of millions of posi-
tions per second with a greater
appreciation for strategy and
the relative value of pieces in
certain positions.

Kasparov's chances may de-
pend on human intuition.

Kasparov believes his
chances depend on how often he
can drag the computer into po-
sitions where his human intu-
ition of deeper conceptual
knowledge of chess will come
into play.

"1 think the guys who are
backing up the machine haven't
so much solved the problems

The IBM chess project began
with the aim of discovering how
chess can be used to understand
computer science applications
such as data mining, financial
modelling techniques, airline
scheduling and molecular dy-
namics.
