in Bangladesh

There are an estimated
100,000 drug addicts in
Bangladesh, principally users
of brown sugar heroin that is
usually smuggled in from India,
reports UNB.

Stating this in its recent re-
port, the Islamabad-based Hu-
man Development Centre (HDC)
said that like Bangladesh, the
abuse of drug is also growing in
other South Asian countries.

Currently, there are more
than eight million drug addicts
in the SAARC nations, it said.

Heroin abuse is a major
problem in Nepal and it has re-
cently escalated drastically in
the Maldives. In Sri Lanka also,

importer of drugs. At present, i
is estimated that roughly 50
tons of opium are smuggled into
Pakistan for processing heroin
for domestic use,

The report also noted that
HIV/AIDS situation in South
Asian region is also increasing.
India has three million HIV-
infected citizens, the largest
number in any country.
