Borussia coach’s
promotion

BONN, June 7: Ottmar
Hitzfeld has quit as coach of
European Cup winners Borussia
Dortmund just nine days after
the biggest triumph in the club'’s
history, reports Reuter.

Hitzfeld told a news confer-
ence on Friday he would be tak-
ing over as sports director at the
club. It is not yet known who

will take his place as trainer.

Hitzfeld has been in charge
since 1991 and last week led
Dortmund to the biggest mo-
ment in their history with a 3-1
victory over Juventus in the
European Cup final in Munich.
He also steered the club to Ger-
man league titles in 1995 and
1996.

Earlier this week Hitzfeld
hinted at management prob-
lems at the club after long ser-
ving chairman Gerd Niebaum
announced he was stepping
down.

In a newspaper interview
Hitzfeld said he was disap-
inted by Niebaum's failure to
ack efforts to resolve long-
standing morale problems at
the club.

But while Hitzfeld has ac-
knowledged that relations be-
tween himself and his team
have not been perfect, his deci-
sion to step down has come as a
surprise,

The 1970 World
Cup semifinal in
which Italy dra-
mati beat
West Germany 4-3 was voted the
best World Cup match ever
played in a poll of 50 of the
world's greatest players, reports
Reuter.

The poll, published in the
weekly magazine of the French
sports newspaper L'Equipe to-
day to mark the one-year
countdown for the start of the
1998 World Cup in France, in-
cluded votes from Pele, Johan
Cruyff, Franz Beckenbauer,
Alfredo Di Stefano and Bobby
Charlton.

Although Charlton was in
England's 1966 World Cup-win-
ning team, he was one of 12
who chose Brazil's win over
Italy in the 1970 final as the
best World Cup match ever.

Between them the 50 pan-
elists, who also included Michel
Platini, Sir Stanley Matthews,
Eusebio and Zico, played a total
of 454 World Cup matches, and
made 102 appearances in the
final itself.

Each player was asked to
name the best three World Cup

-
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games ever pla and Italy's
match against West Germany,
which took place in the Aztec
Stadium in Mexico City on June
17, 1970, topped the list with 50
Foints. Thirteen players voted
or that match, including five
who played in it.

e 1970 World Cup final,
played in the Aztec Stadium
three days later and which
ended with Brazil beating Ital
4-2, was second with 40.
points, and the 1982 second
round match in which Italy
beat Brazil 3-2 in Barcelona,
was voted third with 34.0
points.

Fourth was the 1982 semifi-
nal in which West Germany

beat France on penalties after

they drew 3-3 and fifth the 1966

World Cup final in which Eng-
land beat West Germany 4-2.
