| Jhenidah BSCIC estate |

now a grazing ground

From Our Correspondent

JHENIDAH, June 24 : The
Proposed industrial estate of
Bangladesh Small and Cottage
Industries Corporation (BSCIC)
near Jhenidah town is now a

grazing ground.

.A full fledged industrial es-
tate could not be established
here even after 13 years of the
plan:

No prospective entrepren-
eurs sho their keen interest
in establishing industrial
establishments during the long
period due to various reasons.

Sources sald, initially
BSCIC had started this project
on 15.70 acres of land near
Dhanharia, about two kilome-
tres east of Jhenidah town. An
administrative building, over-
head water tank, metal road,
drains, nightguards’ t}uarters
were constructed and electricity
connection was given at a cost
of Taka 1.70 crore.

Only 17 plots, out of total 98
plots were allotted for 10 en-
trepreneurs so far. Of them only
one industrial unit has been

established. But its production
is yet to be started.

When contacted some busi-
nessmen who showed their ea-
gerness earlier told this corre-
spondent, Dhanharia is such a
place where hoodlums are ve
active. The local people of the
locality are also involved in
many anti-social. So the busi-
nessmen are reluctant to estab-
lish industrial units here.

Some of them alleged, if any
businessman shows his interest
to set up industry they are usu-

ally threatened by the hood-
lums. As a result they postpone

their plan to establish the in-
dustry afterwards.

They also said, though the
estate is only two kilometres

-away from the town, the au-

thorities concerned have failed
to insure law and order situa-
tion at Dhanharia.

Another businessman said
due to price-hike of bricks, MS
rods and cement they are un-
able to start construction works
of their proposed industrial es-
