Increase in toll rate

causes resentment

The increased rate of tolls
now being collected at the Buri-
ganga river ports (ghats) has
caused resentment among the
people of Keraniganj, a com-
mercial town on the bank of the
river.

"I used to pay one taka to
cross the river but from this
month they are charging Tk
0.50. more said Nadir Hasan, a
chemical trader. "I have a small
factory in Jinjira and three
shops in Babu Bazar, on the
other side of the river. I have to
cross the river at least six times
a day for my business.”

Ataur Rahman, a trader in

ultry, talking to The Daily

tar said, he used to pay Tk 10
ghat fyur each
crate of poultry. But now he has
to pay Tk 20. "The excess charge
is hampering my daily busi-
ness."” an enr Rahman told
this correspondent while carry-
ing his cargo on an engine boat
to Keraniganj. "I find fewer
customers now as the consum-
ers hesitate to purchase poultry
at higher rates due to the effect
of additional toll money.” A
chicken earlier sold between Tk
25 and Tk 65 is now selling at
between Tk 70 and Tk 80.

Another trader complained
that there was no a rate board at
the ghats. This allows the cor-
rupt toll collectors to do busi-
ness the way they like," he said.

A number of businessmen
said, they were harassed when
they refused to pay the extra
moriey.
