Teestamuk Rly Ferry Ghat
being shifted to Balashi

GAIBANDHA, Aug 3:
Teestamuk railway [ hat is
being shifted from fﬂgaﬂ to
Balashi point by this month,
according to the Western Rail-
way authorities.

This year ferry service be-
tween Teestamuk ghat and Ba-
hadurabad ghat resumed from

Fulchhari point at the advent of

rainy season. It was a tempo-
r measure after the closure
of ferry service for nearly three
months. The ferry service may
by stopped at any time if water
level s in the Brahmaputra
basin at Fulchhari point.

Over six kilometres' ferry
channel between Fulchhari and
Kalasona point was declared
unfit for the movement of ferry
and tug boats by the Marine De-

Eartment in 1995 following

igh siltation along the ferry
channel.

According to the Marine De-
partment, in dry season the ex-
istin ferry route from
Fulchhari to Kalasona lost
minimum navigable depth
through which a six-foot

draught ferry-boat could not ply’

smoothly.

At that time water level
along this channel came down
to three to four feet dci)lh at dif-
ferent points due to high silta-
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tion and deposition of sand. So,
the ferry and tug boats often
had run aground.

This year the railway au-
thorities incurred a loss of
Taka ten crore due to suspen-
sion of ferry service for long 82
days during lean period. Rail
link in the northern region re-
mained snapped for the afore-
said period due to suspension of
ferry service between Ba-
hadurabad and Fulchhari.

In 1995 the Railway author-
ities selected an alternative
suitable location of Teestamuk
ghat at Balashi, six-kilometre
away of a sadar thana head
quarters. With a view to shift-
ing Teestamuk ghat from
Fulchhari the railway authori-
ties acquired 145 acres of land
for the construction of 10 kilo-
metres track. But the plan could
not be implemented as the local
member of parliament of
Fulchhari — Shaghata con-
stituency created baricade on
shifting Teestamuk ghat from
Fulchhari. Due to his personal
influence the authorities com-
pelled to suspend the Balashi
programme which resulted in
closure of ferry service for
nearly three months this year.
