LONDON, Sept 8: Essex laid
the ghost of last season's humil-
iating defeat by Lancashire to
crush Warwickshire and take
the NatWest Trophy on Sunday
in another disappointing one-
sided limited-overs final, re-
ports Reuter.

On a day when winning the
toss was always going to be cru-
cial, Paul Prichard's men were
able to put Warwickshire in and
hold their opponents to 170 for
eight. Essex, 57 all out last year,
reached the total for the loss of
Jjust one wicket and with 33 of
their allotted 60 overs to spare.

The match had been post-

poned from Saturday because of
he funeral of Princess Diana.
. Warwickshire got off to a
poor start, losing both openers
n a fine spell from Ashley
Cowan, who took advantage of
some early moisture in the
pitch to claim three for 29.

With the run-rate soon nag-
