Our attention has been
drawn to some news
reports regarding the I.JCr(‘};J
uation report on the function-
ing of private universities in
the country. We feel that the
remarks made in the said re-
port are rather sweeping and do
not certainly pertain to all the
sixteen universities. Some
points raised in the report need
to be clarified.

The University of Asia Pa-
cific (UAP) started its first
semester classes in June 1996
with only a few students after
obtaining the government ap-
proval in February 1996, It is
obvious that the period covered
under the UGC's Annual Report
of 1996 hardly covers an appre-
ciable time of the existence of
UAP. The university was then
just in a nascent stage.

It is heartening to say that
over a span of a mere one and a
half years the student enrol-
ment has increased to over 170
in six different departments,
The Faculty consists of 31
members (full time and part
time) making the Teacher-Stu-
dent ratio better than 1:6.

UAP at present is housed in
two buildings in the Dhan-
mondi Residential Area having
a total space of about 24,000 sq
ft. which means about 150 sq ft
of space student,

t is hoped that the points
stated above, would clarify an
misgivings created in the minds
of the general public by the UGC
report.
