MOSCOW, Feb 1: Fiona May
of Italy had the world's best
long jump of the season Satur-
day at a world-class invita-
tional athletics tournament
that was otherwise dominated
by Russians and Eastern Euro-
peans, reports AP.

May, the 1995 world cham-
Fl-:m. jumped 6.55 metres (21.49
eet), springing past her nearest
competitor, world indoor
champion Irina Sehovchova of
Ukraine, by 19 centimetres
[7.48 inches).

Ludmila Galkina of Russia,
the 1997 world champion, dis-
a}Jpninted her fans with a ljump
of only 6.55 metres (21.49 feet).

In another season-best, Rus-
sia's Tatiana Chebikina ran the
400 metres in 52:11 seconds, the
best this season in Europe.

Russian Denims Kapustin
won the men's triple jump at
17.24 metres (56.56 feed.

Geir Moen, the 1995 Euro-
pean champion from Norway,
was the favourite in the men's
200-metres run, but finished a
disappointing fourth at 21:42,
well behind leader Sergei Oso-
vich of Ukraine at 20:89.

The men's 1500 metres was
won by Vjacheslav Shabunin -f
Russia at 3:41:21. The 60 metres
went to Russian Andre! fedoriv
at 6:70 seconds. He was only .03
seconds ahead of Nigerian Seun
Ojunkoya, the African cham-
pion the last two years.

Elena Elesina of Russia won
the wom=n's hi%h jump at 1.91
metre , and Svetlana Abra-
mova of Russia captured the
women's poll vault at an even 4
metres.

Brodie successfully defended

But as the rounds wore
on Brodie tired and Carr looked
as though he might cause an up-
set when he caught the cham-
pion with several excellent
combinations in the seventh.

The 17-year-old world num-
ber one from Switzerland beat
the 11th ranked Spaniard 6-3,
6-3 in 86 minutes to capture the
fourth major of her short but
spectacular career.

Hingis dominated Martinez
from the first game, when she
broke the 25-year-old Spa-
niard's service, to the last when
Martinez put a backhand shot
wide to again lose her serve.

Hingis insisted, though, this
was the most difficult and most
satisfying of her four majors.

"It was very different. A lot
harder than last year because
there were so many different
expectations of me and pres-
sure, especially from myself be-
cause [ really wanted to defend
the title," she said.

"The draw was a lot harder
and it was not very easy for me
to get through.,” added the
champion, who still only
dropped two sets in seven
matches,

picked up the 385,000
US dollars winner's cheque at
the age of 17 years four months
and one day, 65 days j!'ﬂllnfﬁl'
than when American Monica
Seles retained her French Open

title in 1991.

She was already the
oungest winner of Wimbledon
ast year and legendary status

beckons if she can win all four
titles this year. |

"l have the first one,” Hingis
told a press conference. "t
would be great if I could do it."
Only Stefli Graf (1988), Mar-
%aret Court (1970) and Maureen

onnolly (1938) have achieved
the four title sweep.

Last year she won the Aus-
tralian Open, Wimbledon and
US Open and was a beaten final-
ist at the French Open.

Martinez, the 1994 Wimble-
don champion who had a bad
1997 without a title for the first
time in a decade. broke back
straight away and then tried to
slow down the pace to counter
Hingis's deadly accuracy.

“She would just keep the ball
very low from the backhand,
just slicing it back all the time,
and she just had so much spin
on every ball that [ had to do all
the work myself.

“What I had to do today was
be patient, wait for everything."
said Hingis.

Martinez risked everything
on heavy spin. hoping to tempt
Hingis into a mistake that she
could punish with a backup
blast from the baseline.

But the Spaniard made more
errors which were seized upon
by Hingis, who broke five Mar-
tinez service games while
keeping up a brilliant 75 per
cent success rate with her own

~Asin recent bid contests, the
10C will appoint an evaluation
commission to study the tech-
nical merits of each candida
and compile its findings in a
report.

Carrard said the bid cities
will be prohibited from cam-
paigning until after the com-
mittee's report is published. 10C
members will not be allowed to
visit the cities until then either.

The 2006 host city will be

selected by the IOC at its session
in Seoul, South Korea, in
September 1999,

MELBOURNE, Feb 1
(AP/AFP): Jonas Bjorkman and
Jacco Eltingh stopped Austral-
tan world number ones Mark
Woodforde and Todd Wood-
bridge capturing their 10th
Grand Slam men's doubles title.

The fifth seed Bjorkman of
Sweden and Dutchman Eltingh,
who came together for the first
time at this tournament, won 6-
2,57, 26, 6-4, 6-3, in two hours
48 minutes.

Eltingh said he took three
painkilling tablets at a
changeover after the third set
when his knee began to hurt
and it helped him through the
final sets, He said he may retire
at the end of the year.

The Woodies were bidding
for their 10th Grand Slam dou-
bles title and third Australia ti-
tle.

Bjort.man and Eltingh,
cheered < 11 by a nbisy group of
Swedes and Dutchmen, got the
winning break in the eighth
game of the final set when

Woodbridge. down an advantage
on his serve, sent a smash long
over the baseline for the break.

Bjorkman worked his way to
three-nmiatch points on his ser-
vice and wrapped up the final.

The Woodies, brought to-
gether on the suggestion of John
McEnroe, in 1991. have won
more Grand Slain doubles titles
than any team in the post-1967
Open era.

Their 47 titles place them
third on the Open era list be-
hind McEnroe and his Ameri-
can playing partner Peter Flem-
ing. who won 57 titles.

Teenager Venus Williams,
the US Open women's singles
runner-up, won her first Grand
Slam tennis titles Sunday,
teamiing with Justin Gunelstob
for a lopsided mixed doubles
triumph

Williaimns and Gimelstob,
who never had played together
before this tournament. won
the Australian Open title 6-2, 6-
1l over Cyril Suk and Helena
Sukova, a Czech brother-sister
pair who have won three Grand
Slam mixed doubles champi-
onships.

Williams, 17, served out the
match at love, and said later
that she and her 16-year-old
sister, Serena. almost had de-
cided not to come to the Aus-
tralian Open.

‘We didn’'t want to get on the
place ride" for the long flight to
Australia. she said, "And we
joked that by the time we got off
the ride we would be out of our
minds and we wouldn't be able
to play anyway."

She hadn't expected her first
Slam title would come in mixed
doubles, she said, "but [ always
thm;ﬁht it would be fun to play
mixed. | had a good partner.”

Gimelstob described the
partnership as a "democracy."”

"She has never played mixed
doubles before and 1 have a
pretty good experience at it, so
we just discussed and combined
our opinions and came up with
things we needed to do to win,”
he said.

Second-seed Jeanpierre, 17,
fought back from a set down to
beat unseeded Swedish left-

"I've been waiting for this for
a long time," Korda said in a
courtside television interview.

"l just didn't believe it could
happen but my dream has come
true.” said Korda, who almost
retired from tennis in 1995 af-
ter struggling with a string of
chronic injuries.

Korda, 30. became the oldest
Grand Slam champion since
Andres Gomez won the French
Open in 1990 when three
months older than Korda.

The win earned Korda a
winners cheque of 615,000
Australian dollars (412,000 US
dollars) and will catapult him
to number two in the world
rankings from his current
ranking of seven.

The Czech gained at least two
service breaks in each of the
three sets, losing his own serve
just once in the first set as the

. tacking wea

two left-handers got off to a
nervous start. Ninth seed Rios
was tense and never recovered
from his poor start as his fore-
hand, usually one his main at-
ns deserted him.

"1 felt a little bit tired,” Rios
told reporters. "I mishit too
many balls.

Korda last reached the final
of a Orand Slam tournament at
the French Open in 1992, when
he was beaten by Jim Courier in
straight sets.

Korda may still retire at the
end of the year despite his tri-
umph.

"I will sit down with my fam-
ily and with my coach and we
will see what happens.”

"l am very happy but I don't
want to rush any decision"”.

Korda said at the start of the
tournament that after 14 years
on the Tour — many of them
dogged by injury — he wanted to
give it one more season and
then decide whether to carry on.

Rios had never progressed
past the quarterfinals of a
Grand Slam before but won the
US Open junior title in 1993,
the same year he was ranked
the number one junior in the
world.

The Chilean beat Korda in -
straight sets in the first round
of the Australian last year.

Rios earned Australian dol-
lars 307,500 (205,000 US dol-
lars) for bein% runner-up and
will move up from his current
ranking of eight to number five
in the world when new ATP
Tour rankings are released to-
MOrrow.

When I retire | might be
a legend, I don't know, but I've
always brought something dif-
lerent on the court.”

Followers of both players
hammed it up in front of televi-
sion cameras out the front of
Melbourne's National Tennis
Centre on Sunday.

Jonas Bjorkman. who won
the men's doubles title with
Jacco Eltingh on Saturday,
praised their support after their
win.

"It feels like we are home,”
Bjorkman said. "We've been
doing all we can to give them
tickets. It's been probably be-
tween 15 and 40 every day. All
the players go together and we
try everything we can do.

"So [ probably have a few
beers with them tonight and
have a nice celebration.”
