"Let the Congress
and the UF decide what they are
up to, then we will see," he said.

Hectic parleys by both the
contenders — BJP and Co
— were yet to yield fruits with
the Telegu Desam Party (TDP)
and other parties taking time to
decide on extending their sup-
port.

The Congress, which was
visibly optimistic yesterday,
sought to play down its elforts
today saying that it would not
stake claim to form the gov-
ernment urnless the United
Front offered "full support.”

The Congress stand, an-
nounced by party leader Pranab
Mukherjee, comes in the wake
of UF convenor and TDP chief,
Chandra Babu Naidu, describ-
ing Congress as TDP's enemy
number one in the Andhra
Pradesh, sparking off specula-
tion that the TDP might either
decide to be neutral or support
the BJP in government forma-
tion.

The initial expectation of
the Congress that the Trinamul
Congress might support a
Congress-led government were
also dashed when Mamata
Banerjee made it clear that her
party had nothing to do with
any government propped up by
the CPM.

While the CPM and Sama-
jwadi Party leaders announced
their support to a Congress-led

- government, the DMK would go

by the decision of the United
Front.

DMK leader Karunanidhi .

indicated that his party no
longer held any grudge against
the Congress on the issue of
Jain Commission's indictment
of the DMK in the Rajiv Gandhi
assassination.

He clarified that some
Congress leaders had given a
clean sheet that none of the 26
accused sentenced to death in
the Rajiv Gandhi assassination
case had any connection with
DMK.

Besides making efforts to
win the 12 TDP MPs, the BJP
also had begun talks with
Arunachal Congress which won
both the seats from Arunachal
Pradesh.

The BJP is also trying to win
over three other non-Congress
MPs from Assam, Mizoram and
Manipur, reports from Gawhati
said.

The Haryana Lok Dal
(Rashiriva) of Omprakash
Chautala which won four seats
had already declared support in
favour of a BJP-led govern-
ment.

Meanwhile, official sources
said that the 12th Lok Sabha
would be formally constituted
on March 11 when Chief Elec-
tion Commissioner M S Gill
would call on President K R
Naraﬁanan and formally sub-
mit the election results.
