Prime Minister Sheikh
Hasina yesterday called upon
the police forces to sincerely
work for establishing rule of
law and regain faith and confi-
dence of the people by extending
allout service, reports UNB.

“You've scope to work freely
without any interference as the
present government is not using

lice, nor the administration,
or its partisan interest,” she
said addressing senior police
officials at the International
Conference Centre in the morn-
ing.

The police officials raised
various (]:ruh!ems of the profes-
sion and freely expressed their

rievances before the Prime
inister.

The Prime Minister assured
them all possible help and co-
operation to solve the problems
as soon as possible, despite

limitation of resources.

The ruling party has a strong
organisational network and is
working only for the interest of
the people, Hasina said adding
that the government has no
need to use the police or the
administration for party inter-
est.

You'll only work for estab-
lishing the rights of the people,
for ensuring their peace and se-
curity,” she told the police offi-
cials.

The Prime Minister said the
government is restoring disci-
pline in eve? tier of the admin-
istration and running it accord-
ing to proper rules and regula-
tions.
