As per the terms and condi-
tions of the Production Sharin
Contract (PSC], the gas produ
by the companies will be
utilised domestically for setting
up industries in Bangladesh,
especially in the power sector
and downstream petroleum
products.”

The Daily Star replies: Ac-
cording to our investigation,
there had been discussions at
the policy-making level that
export of 'excess’ gas could be a
possibility: In fact, some im-
portant deaqision makers had
made somewhat categorical
statements in this regard.
