Identified at DU

The Dhaka University au-
thorities have identified two
students who got themselves
admitted with false documents,
reports UNB. 4 :

They were identified as Igbal
Hossain and Anisur Rahman.
both the students of 3rd year
BSS (Honours) of Political Sci-
ence. who were admitted during
1993-94 session.

They are reportedly the at-
tached students of Sir AF Rah-
man Hall.

The students reportedly pro-
duced fake documents with
false signatures of the Provost,
Chairman of the Department
and Dean during their admis-
sion. The officials said both the

‘students failed to qualify in the

admission test.

The matter of their false
documents were first detected
by the officials of the Universi-
ty's administrative building.

The documents were then
checked with those kept in the
hall and in the department. It
was accordingly informed to
the Dean office.

When contacted, Dean of So-
cial Science Faculty Prof As-
saduzzaman said that he has
already recommended to the
higher authorities to cancel
their admission and to take
punitive measures against
them.

“There is a circle involved in
the illegal process to get the
disqualified students admitted
in various departments,” he
said.

Prof Zaman said 180 such
cases of f[alse documents were
detected by the authorities last
year. Actions were taken
