Under trial prisoner dies-
at Natore sub-jaﬂ

NATORE, June 5: A person
died mysteriously in Natore
sub-jail on May 17. The victim
was identified as Abul Kalam
Azad. 45. son of Abdul Hamid of
Catchkoir bazar areas in Guru-
dashpur thana.

Police and Narcotics Control
Department (NCD) sources said,
the officials of NCD arrested
Azad from his house at
Catchkoir bazar with 15 litres
of liquor on May 16 under Nar-
cotics Control Act. Azad was
them handed over to Gurudash-

ur police who produced him
fore the court on the same
day.

The court ordered confine-
ment of the accused till trial.
Then Azad was taken to Natore
sub-jail under police custody.

Sources in the jail said. the
accused fell ill on May 17 morn-

ing. But in the afternoon when
his illness worsened, he was
taken to Natore Sadar Hospital.

The on-duty physician of the
hospital, Dr Laila Kabir told
this corresponded that she re-
ceived the patient after his
death.

M Ishaq Bhuiyan, DC, Na-
tore and the jail authority told
The Daily Star, the accused died
on way to hospital. But they
could not give any reason be-
hind the death.

The autopsy of Azad was
conducted on May 18. A medical
source, when contacted, told
this correspondent that the rea-
son behind the dedth was
"weakness of heart.”

However, police sources
claimed that Azad was a drug

addict.

Cyclone hits Kushtia,
greater Rajshahi

KUSHTIA, June X A severe

cyclonic storm swept over

ushtia town and its adjoining
areas on May 30 evening.

The storm caused extensive
damage to kutcha hosues,
standing Boro crops and educa-
tional instittuions. A large
number of trees have been up-
rooted by the storm which
continued for 20 minutes. It
swept at a s of 80 kilome-
tres per hour. It also disrupted
electricity and hundreds tele-
phone lines. As a result the
town plu into darkness and
life was totally pralysed.

This is for the sixth time
Kushtia rienced the havoc
of cyclonic storm in this sea-
son. It caused extensive damage
to mango and litichi fruits.

Poor people who had lost
thier kutcha houses in the first
and second successive storms
could not rebuild thier hosues
for want of fund. No govern-
ment assistance reached the af-
fected area as yet..

Homeless people have been
passing their days under the
open sky. Educational institu-
tions which were damaged
could not be rebuilt.. Classes of
these schools are being held un-
der the open sky. These schools
are yet to receive reliefl materi-
als tfrom the government.

SYLHET, June 5. A ocollege
student was stabbed to death
a group of miscreants at village
Hourgari in Sylhet sadar thana
in the early hours on May 30.

The miscreants attacked
Samad Saw Mill at Moglabazar
at about 3am on the fateful
night. They asked the night
guard to hand over the key of
the microbus parked in the
mill. As the guard failed to
hand over the to the attack-
ers , th tied with
and then called out Abdus
Samad, 18, owner of the mill
and microbus who was living at
the adjacent house. The miscre-
ants swoo on Samdad when
he declined to hand over the key
of the microbus. At one stage
they stabbed him severely and
threw the body in the nearby
Kheshorkhali river.

Abdus Samad was a second

student of Sylhet MC Col-

ege. He lost his father six
months ago.

Following the incident agi-
tated people put up baricade on

sylhet-Fenchuganj Road and
Dhaka-Sylhet railway line in
the next morning. Several
trains were detained while a
good number of vehicles were
stranded on the road. Police
cleared the baricicade after
three hours.

Police reacovered the body
in the after noon and sent it to
Sylhet Medical College Hospi-
tal morgue. for autopsy.. A case
has been registered with the re-
spective police station.

Schoolboy stabbed
to death in
