The report quoted Prime
Minister Sheikh Hasina's
comment on the day of inaugu-
ration of the bridge last month
when she said. e construc-
tion of the bridge has enhanced
Bangladesh's image of economic
capability in the international
arena.”

The journal of Commerce
said with the opening of the
bridge "Trade ang commerce in
the northern region is gaining
momentum with the rural hats
and bazars pulsating with in-
creased supply ol agricultural
products.”

The bridge with four lanes
for vehicular traffic is equipped
with railway tracks, power
lines, a htgh pressure gas
pipeline and fibre optic
telecommunication cables.
