Tuition fee raised to ensure
quality of edn: DU VC

Dhaka University Vice-

Prof AK Azad
Chowdhury yesterday said the
decision to raise tuition fees of
the university has been taken to
ensure the quality of education,
reports UNB.

We have no option, but to en-
sure modern facilities to kee
pace with the contemporary ed-
ucation system of the wnrlgand
other private institutions of the
country.” the VC said.

Prof Azad Chowdhury was
exchanging views on the pre-
sent situation of the campus
with senior journalists of dif-
ferent dailies and news agencies
at his office yesterday evening.

Citing examples of different
universities of the world, he
said the universities of the out-
side world earn 15 to 25 per cent
of their total expenditure from
tuition fees while the Dhaka
University gets only 4 to 5 per
cent.

Referring to inadequate bud-
getary allocation of the univer-
sity. the VC said government's
allocation is too insufficient to

rovide all modern facilities as
igher education becomes ex-
pensive day by day.

The Dhaka University cam-
pus has become volatile as the

eneral students and some stu-

ent organisations have been
wag in% movement for the last
several weeks demanding with-
drawal of the decision to raise
tuition fees.

The authorities have raised

motithly tuition fee of the stu-
cdents to Tk 25 from Tk 12 while
the admission charges to Tk
2730 from Tk 2020.

The VC, however, said the
authorities have decided to re-
duce the admission fee by 60
cent considering the demand of
the students.

Defending their stand to
raise the charges, Prof Chowd-
hury said the university will
earn an additional amount of
Tk 29 lakh from the fee hike
and Tk 7 lakh will be spent for
the poor students.

"We know it's an unpopular
decision to raise tuition fees,
but we did it in the greater in-
terest of the nation.” he told the
journalists.

He blamed certain quarters
for deliberately instigating the
students in this regard.
