Expanded Food Assisted Development
programme for CHT region launched

An Expanded Food Assisted
Development Programme for

the C region was launched

.yesterday with an initial fund

of US dollar 1.5 million and
20,000 mts of cereals, reports
UNB.

World Food Programme
(WFP) will coordinate the pro-
gramme to provide food assis-
tance to those of the CHT people
who have immediate needs.

"The assistance in the form
of food resource will help those
in need of food support in the
short run and provide opportu-
nities for sustainable income
generation in future.,” Finance
Minister Shah AMS Kibria told
the launching ceremony.

Economic Relations Divi-
sion (ERD) of the Finance Min-
istry and the WFP jointly or-
ganised the function at the Na-
tional Economic Council build-
ing.

gHibria hoped the targeted
g:uple of the region will be

rought under the WFP's Rural
Development (RD) and Vulnera-
ble Group Development (VGD)
programmes.
ventually they will be inte-
ated with the mainstream of
evelopment activities, he said.

WFP representative in
Bangladesh Warner Kiene said
the programme will be imple-
mented with new resources to be
received from the WFP head-
quarters in Rome through mul-
tilateral resources.

As a result, the organisation
will not have to divert food
from programmes that it sup-
Eort elsewhere in the country,

e said.

"We are in the process of
signing memoranda for receiv-
ing US dollar 1.5 million from
Australia and 20,000 mts of ce-
reals from Canada.”

- Kiene said we will start-the-

operation within a few days
with a three-week pilot phase in
five thanas of the CHT.

One ol the projects Sajek, is
situated at a very isolated area
in the north of the region,
where an emergency situation
was prevailing due to consider-
able nutritional problems.

Another one is Tanchi in the
south of the region with equally
serious conditions. Three other
thans are more representative
of the region as a whole.

"Food Assistance Comimit-
tees’ to be formed by the local
community will identify people
in dire need of food assistance —

| families and individuals — who

are not covered by other forms
of food assistance.

These committees will then
identify developmental activi-
ties in which lood assistance
recipients will participate.

WFP will expand the opera-
tion to cover all thanas in the
region and to all those food-in-
secure people who are not
reached by other programmes
by the beginning of September.

Finance Minister SAMS
Kibria said the International
Conference on Peace and CHT,
held on June 20-21, 1998, pro-
vided an appropriate forum to
discuss and identify options for
effective ways and means of
fully implementing the social,
economic and peace building
dimensions of the peace accord.

A number of bilateral and
multinational donor agencies
are going ahead with their
planned activities for short and
medium term development in-
terventions in the CHT region,
he said.

"Some NGOs were already
engaged in CHT to supplement
our efforts in this direction,” he
said adding multilateral devel-
opment financial institutions
have also agreed Lo support long
term development programine.

Meanwhile, Asian Develop-
ment Bank (ADB) has agreed to
finance a study to prepare a
long term development plan for
the region spanning a period of
10-15 years,

The government has under-
taken a fairly heavy agenda of
development intervention
along with relief and resettle-
ment package for the people of
the area out of its won budget,
the Finance Minister said.

He said the development ef-
forts, including the CHT, of the
government cannot be achieved
