Diana's "name, likeness, image
or other attribute,” Bradford
also claims it has not infringed
any trademark and was li-
censed by the fund to reproduce
Diana's image, name and like-
ness,

The lawsuit filed in the US
district court in Delware was
dated Aug. 6 and made available
to Reuters on Friday.

However, court papers say,
the fund delayed formalising a
fresh agreement that was writ-
ten in Paris and endorsed Brad-
ford's rights to make license
and sell Princess Diana prod-
ucts in Britain and United
States.

Unknown Islamic group claims
responsibility for bomb blasts

DUBAI, Aug 8: An unknown
Islamic organisation has
claimed responsibility for Fri-
day's deadly bomb blasts in
Kenya and Tanzania, in
anonymous calls to the media,
reports AFP.

Over 82 people were killed
and 1,700 others injured in the
simultaneous explosions near
the US embassies in Nairobi
and Dar Es Salaam.

"The two operations against
the United States were carried
out by the Islamic Army for the

Liberation of Muslim Holy

Sites,” an unidentified man
said in a call to an interna-
tional news agency in Dubai.

"One was carried out by a na-
tive of Mecca and the other by
an tian,” he said.

Mecca, the birthplace of the
Prophet Mohammad, is the
holiest site in Islam.

The unidentified man spoke
with an E%;ptian accent. He
hung up without giving further
details.

The Saudi newspaper Al-
Hayat reported on Saturday
that its Cairo office received a

similar anonymous telephone
call claiming the attack in the
name of the same "Islamic
army.”

Friday's attacks came one
day after armed Egyptian Is-
lamic group Jihad warned of
"reprisals" against the United
States for helping to extradite
to Egypt several militants liv-
ing in eastern Europe.

"We want to inform the
Americans that we have re-
ceived their message and are
preparing a response; watch
out,” warned Jihad. also known
as Vanguards of the conquest.

Spurred by cries for help, rescue
workers used backhoes and
bare hands Saturday to Iree
people trapped under mangled
steel and concrete shattered by
two terrorist bombings at US
embassies in Kenya and Tan-
zania.

"Knowing the kind of explosive
and vehicle can be like a finger-
print of who did it."

"This appears to have been a
very well-coordinated, wvery
well-planned attack — clearl
not the work of amateurs,” US
National Security Council
spokesman P J Crowley said in
Washington.

NATO ready to_

act to stop
fighting in
Kosovo

BELGRADE, Aug 8: NATO
said on Friday the l6-nation
military alliance was ready to
act to halt the fighting in
Kosovo, but Russia again re-
jected military intervention,
reports Reuter.

The Western military al-
liance had finalised planning
for possible air operations. a
senior NATO diplomat in Brus-
sels said. Another alliance
source said a full arsenal of
other military options was "in a
high state of readiness.”

But in Pristina, Kosovo's
provincial capital. Russian
Deputy Foreign Minister Niko-
lai Afanasyevsky said NATO
intervention would not help
bring peace to Kosovo. He ap-

pealed to Serbian authorities
and Albanian separatists for a
truce.

“We believe there is no mili-
tary solution here. This in-
cludes possible military action
from outside.” Afanasyevsky
said after meeting Ibrahim Ru-

gova, the self-styled president
of Kosovo.

In a departure from his
normal line stand, a lead-
ingreethnio * Albanian ~ofiicial
said the ' Kosovo Liberatign
Army’ (KLA) fighting for Inde-
pendence from Serbia, had
agreed to join Rugova's moder-
ate Kosovans in a "government.”

World leaders express shock and

outrage at 'terrorist violence’

NAIROBI. Aug 8: Expressions
of shock and outrage poured in
from around the world on Fri-

day after two devastating car
bomb blasts tore through US
embassies in Kenya and Tan-

zania, killing up to 80 people
and injuring more than 1,200,
reports Reuter.

A grim US President Bill
Clinton condemned the attacks
which took place minutes apart
in Nairobi and Dar Es-Salaam
as "cowardly” and he vowed to
track down those responsible.

“These acts of terrorist vio-
lence are abhorrent, they are
inhuman, we will use all the
means at our disposal to bring
those responsible to justice, no
matter what or how long it
takes,” Clinton said during an

appearance in the Rose Garden
uFlhe White House in Washing-
ton.

The State Department said
eight Americans were con-
firmed dead and seven US offi-
cials were still unaccounted for
in the Nairobi blast.

Kenyan police said they
feared the death toll would rise
to more than 80 as rescue work-
ers dug through the rubble. In

Dar Es-Salaam, six people were
killed and 58 others injured. °

UN Secretary General Kofi
Annan, on a visit to Portugal,
condemned the bombings in
east Africa as "heartless and

indiscriminate terrorism” and
said several UN staff members
were among those injured,

“The Secretary General was
outraged and appalled to hear of
tndaﬁs bomb explosions ...
which have resulted in a heavy
toll of dead and wounded.," a
staternent issued through a UN
spokesman said. "He condemns
utterly this heartless and indis-
criminate terrorism against
innocent civilians, and extends
his deep condolences to the
families and governments con-
cerned.”

Russia's Foreign Minist
issued a statement which said,
"Moscow roundly condemns
these barbaric acts. We ress
hn'pe that the local authorities
will do all that is necessary to
find and punish those who or-
ganised and those who carried
out this evil deed.”

US Secretary of State
Madeleine Albright cut short a

rivate visit to Rome and
eaded for Washington to dis-

cuss the US response to the at-

tacks..
"Based on what we have
learned so far. this was clearly

a terrorist act,” she said prior to

Worst floods ever threaten NSW:

More than 700 people were evacuated from their homes at
Bathurst in central New South Wales state yesterday as the
worst floods in history threatened to swamp the region, AP
reports from Sydney.

The Macquarie River was expected to peak at just inches
lower than the record flood of 1823, a State Emergency Service
spokesman said. The State Emergency Service was using more

than 30,000 sandbags to steam the flow. Metropolitan Sydney,
lllawarra and the Hunter Valley were also severely affected,
with some residents in low-lying regions of the Hunter forced to
evacuate their homes.

Rwandan courts sentence 13
to death for role in genocide

KIGALI, Aug B8: Rwandan
courts have sentenced 13 pcu;lr.:ullc
to death for their role in the
1994 genocide in the country,
Radio anda reported on Fri-
day, reports AFP.

At Cyangugu in the south-
west, five were ordered to be ex-
ecuted, five were given life
terms in prison, one was ser-
tenced to seven years in prison
and another to five years.

Four were acquitted in
Thursday's hearings. the radio
added.

Josephine Mukanyangezi, a
former judge at the County
Court of Nyamirambo, a district
of Kigali, was condemned to
death by another court, the
radio said.

Mukanyangezi, convicted of
massacres in Kigali during the

enocide, is the sister of Obed
uzindana, who is also accused
of participating in the genocide

by the UN War Crimes Court for
Rwanda based in Arusha, Tan-
zania.

Seven others were also sen-
tenced to death Thursday, six in
the province of Gisenyi in the
northwest of the country and
one in the Kigali region.

In Gisenyi. nine people were
sentenced to life, one to 20 years
and two to five years in prison.
One youth, who was 14 at the
time of the massacres, was sen-
tenced to 10 years. Two others
were acquitted.

Meanwhile, 137 prisoners,
of whom 72 were suspected of
takjn% part in the genocide,
were freed from the Gikondo
prison in Kigali on Thursday,
due to illness, old age or lack of
evidence.

More than half a million
Tutsis and moderate Hutus were
slaughtered by Hutu extremists
during the 1994 genocide.

White House hails ruling on Lewinsky case

WASHINGTON, Aug 8: In a
ruling hailed by the White
House on Friday, a US Appeals
Court called for hearings into
alleged media leaks by inde-
pendent counsel Kenneth Starr
in the ser=t Grand Jury probe
of the Monica Lewinsky case,
reports Reuter.

One day after Lewinsky testi-
fied to the Grand Jury about her
alleged sexual affair with Pres-
ident Bill Clinton, the Appeals
Court released documents
agreeing with a judge's finding
that there is preliminary evi-
dence of "serious and repetitive
... disclosures to the media" by
Starr and his team.

Chief US District Judge
Norma Holloway Johnson
ruled on June 19 that lawyers
for Clinton and the White House
had shown enough evidence of

improper media leaks of Grand
Jury material to warrant a
hearing. The appeals Court
a%:'ced in a ruling on August 3,
which was unsealed on Friday.
But the appeals Panel turned
down a request by Clinton's
rivate lawyers that they be al-
I:::xwed to interview Starr's team,
deciding instead that either
Johnson or a special investiga-
tor should probe the matter.
The White House counsel's
office hailed the appeals ruling
as significant, Baying in a
statement that "for the first
time in the 20-year history of
the Independent Counsel Act, a

Federal Court has found prima
facie evidence of potential
criminal wrong-doing by an in-
dent counsel.”

Saddam for normalisation of ties with Iran

US will reap nothing from
campaign against Iraq

BAGHDAD, Aug 8: President
Saddam Hussein said Saturday
the United States will reap
nothing but a "harvest .., full of
thorns" from its campaign
against Iraq, reports AP.

Addressing the nation on
television to mark the anniver-
sary of the end of the 1980-88
Iran-Iraq war, Saddam also
urged Iran to normalise rela-
tions with Iraq.

Saddam did not refer to his
decision Wednesday to freeze
cooperation with UN arms in-
spectors, but he said the United
States and its allies would be
misled if they thought they
could bring Iraq to its knees.

This is exactly what the
Iranian government under the
late Ayatollah Ruhollah
Khomeini thought it could do in
the war, but it failed, Saddam
said.

*Those imposing aggression
on Iraq ... and the unfair em-
bargo neglect this fact today,"
Saddam said, referring to
sweeping sanctions the United
Nations imposed after Iraq's
1990 invasion of Kuwait.

"They are making the same
mistake. Their harvest will be
full of thorns and the outcome
will be a taste of bitterness.”

Saddam spoke two days after
the UN Security Council de-
clared his freeze "totally unac-
ceptable” and US President Bill
Clinton said his government
would “stop any and all efforts”
to ease sanctions on Irag unless
it cooperates with UN arms in-
spectors.

Saddam said Iraq has the
"ability” to stand up to the
United States in the same way
that it withstood eight years of
war against Iran.

"The Americans and their
supporters have failed to grasp
the vitality of Iraq's ability to

confront their tyrannical
power,"” he said.
Turning to Iran, Saddam

said he hoped the neighbouring
country's present leaders were

not under the illusions of the
WAr years.

*“Kabila out to
rally support
from African

leaders

KINSHASA, Congo, Aug 8:
With a Tutsi rebellion appar-
ently sweeping into Congo's
dense jungle interior, President
Laurent Kabila travelled out-
side the country in search of
support from African leaders to
keep his 14-month-old regime
from unraveling, reports AP.

Within hours of his depar-
ture Friday, Kabila's troops
rampaged through parts of Kin-
shasa, looting shops and ha-
rassing ethnic Tutsis — an act
of retaliation tied to widespread
beliefs that Tutsis are leading
the fight to topple Kabila.

Kabila's decision to travel to
Victoria Fall, Zimbabwe — for a
hastily called meeting of seven
regional heads of state to dis-
cuss the crisis in Congo — came
just days after renegade troops
waged gun battles in two army
barracks on Kinshasa's west
side.

But the Congolese president
was served a warning by one of
his neighbours, Rwanda, which
Congo has accused of inciting
the emerging civil war and has
threatened with attack: Rwan-
dan President Pasteur Biz-
mungu declared Friday that his
country will "hit back” if Congo
strikes its forces.

GUADALAJARA. Mexico,
Aug 8: Some 15,000 people fled
or were evacuated from down-
town on Friday after diesel oil
escaped from a train into the
city drains, creating a fear of
explosion that panicked many,
reports AP.

As alarm sirens screamed,

lice and civil defence workers
ordered four blocks evacuated.
But people in many surround-
ing areas also fled, leaving
some 6,000 stores and venders
stalls closed.

Much of the city centre, in-
cluding the Plaza de los Mari-
achis and the busy San Juan de
Dios market, was almost emp-
tied.

"Since the explosion of April
22, 1992 occurred, we are afraid
of everything," said business-
man Salvador Sanc*ez, one of
those who went running ficm
his stall at news of the diesel
leak.

The 1992 blast, blawed on
gasoline leaking from a refin-
ery into the sewers, killed more
than 200 people, drove more
than 15,000 from their homes
and left a line of destruction for
about 20 blocks through this
city of 1.6 million.
