Nakata's playmaking skills
which led to the talented 21-
year-old being voted Asian
player of the year in May also
made him Japan's outstanding
player at the World Cup finals.

The dyed orange hair and the
sheer vision in his play soon
brought him to the attention of
Italian talent scouts at France
98, and he arrived in Perugia
last month with an estimated
3.5 million dollar price tag.

Since then a series of im-

ressive performances have

wied over both the fans and a
usually critical Italian press.
Nakata already looks set to
make up for the disappoint-
ment here of Japan's last foot-
ball export.

"Kazu" Miura. the undisputed
star of Japanese soccer, man-
aged only one unhappy season
in Italy at Genoa in 1994 /95.

The man who knocked in 54
goals in 86 games for Japan
only scored once in tlye Serie A
an
which his team lost 3-2 to Sam-
pdoria in a season which ended
with Genoa’s relegation.

Nakata's start to the friendly
season could not be more differ-
ent, and that despite coach
llario Castagner's early reser-
vation about the language bar-
rier and his unhappy memories
of a former Watford star.

Castagner, who coached AC
Milan from 1982-84 said it's go-
ing to be a problem. He warned
at the start, "I know that from
