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UNDAC team tells press confce PUB exams
$91m committed to UNOCHA | rescheduled

for flood relief activities

The international commu:
nity in response to the flood
situation in Bangladesh has so
far committed 91 million US
dollars in cash and kind to the
UN Office for the Coordination
of Human Affairs (UNOCHA),
reports BSS.

This was staled by a visiting
UN team of Disaster Assess-
ment and Coordination
(UNDAC) at a press conference
held at the UNDP office in the
city yesterday.

The team led by Michael
Elmquist, chief of military and
civil defence unit of the disaster
response branch of Geneva-
based UNOCHA, earlier visited
several flood-affected districts
of the country.

Talking to journalists.
Michael Elmquist said that the
UNOCHA was prepared to serve
as channel for cash contribu-
tions for immediate relief as-
sistance in the worst affected
areas of Bangladesh.

"Funds to be channelled
through UNOCHA will be spent
for a concerted relief pro-
gramme in coordination with
the relevant organisations of
the UN system,” he said, adding,
that UNOCHA would give writ-
tenn confirmation of the funds,
utilisation.

The press conference was
also attended by the UNDP Res-
ident Representative and UN
Resident Coordinator in
Bangladesh, David C Lockwood
and UNDAC team members,
Lars Bjergestam of Sweden and
Richard van Hazebrouck of
Germany.

The UNDAC team leader said
that the UN resident coordina-
tor was now in close contact
with the government authori-
tics to coordinate assistance
irom the wider donor cominii-
nity in Dhaka.

Earlier, the UNDAC team
hield meetings with Dhaka city's

water, health and food authori-
ties as well as with the Asian
Development Bank and the
World Bank. The team also
briefed the donor community in
Dhaka vyesterday about the
findings of their visits to the
flood-affected districts, the
press canference was told.

The UNDAC team has exten-
sively toured Dhaka, Narayan-
ranj, Gopalganj, Sirajganj and

urigram districts.

Giving an eyewilness ac-
count of the flooded areas in
and around Dhaka. Elmquist
said the character of a large
part of the capital city was to-
tally changed due to the
widespread tlooding.

"Streets that are normally
noisy and crowded with rick-
shaws and baby-taxies are now
traversed only by rowing boats,
a few shops are still trying to
maintain business Kkeeping
their goods on top shelves but
customers are rare,” he said.

The team leader said they
found the number of temporary
shelters along the streets in
Dhaka on the increase and the
self-evacuated penﬂlc relying on
hand-outs from charitable in-
dividuals.
