A spokesman for Dortmund

lice said on Monday a charge

ad been filed against the 24-

-old fan, who was arrested

after the incident on Sunday.
He did not give further details.

Borussia Dortmund said on
Monday they were considering
lodging an official protest over
the incident which was origi-
nally thought to have involved
a plastic bottle.

"There have been similar
cases,” said club manager
Michael Meier. “We will study
the facts and it is possible that
we will lodge a protest with the
German gucr_*:r Federation
(DFB)."

A DFB spokesman said the
ruling body would study any
protest Dortmund might file.
adding the 1997 European
champions had until 2400 local
time on Tuésday night to do so.

Haessler was hit in the 17th
minute of the Ruhr Valley derby
by a hard plastic cup thrown
from a section of the stands
packed with Bochum fans.

The international mid-
fielder received treatment for
several minutes for a four-cen-
timetre long cut on the top ol
his head. He was able to resume
the game but was substituted at
halftime.

Bochum won 1-0 through a
late goal by South African
striker Delron Buckley.

"It is obvious that the fact
that we lost a El!a}rcr like
Thomas Haessler through that
kind of incident means the
match was not fair," Meier said
after the match.

A similar incident, also in-
volving Bochum. occurred in
the Bundesliga in May 1994
Bochum goalkeeper Andreas
Wessels was hurt by a missile
thrown from the stands during
a game against Uerdingen.
