“The only thing I said about
Ronaldo was that team doctor
Lidio Toledo had confirmed to
me he did not know if it was an
epileptic fit or a convulsion.
'\Bh:n\we drove him to hos-
pital, Ronaldo asked me to
warn coach (Mario) Zagallo
that he would be asking to play
as soon as he got back, he took
an enormous responsibility.”

In the run-up to the Sydney
2000 Olympics, no efiort or ex-
pense has n spared to nur-
ture young talent in the sunn;

lion people.

Australian training pro-
grammes, particularly in
swimming, are among the very
best in the world and the
youngsters have been far ex-
ceeding their targets in compe-
tition.

Australia has won 17 of 20
swimming gold medals in the
first four days of competition.
Thorpe, still just 15, has won
four, shared in one world record
and come within a fingertip of
breaking the oldest world mark
in men's swimming.

After four days of competi-
tion. Australia has 28 golds,
against Canada's eight and Eng-
land'’s five,

That's hardly giving the oth-
ers a fair go.

And the gold rush Is not over
yet, although the start of the
athletics rogramme on
Wednesday should allow some
of the other teams a look in.

After complaints by some
teams, officials discovered the
cheats were bending the rules by
watching television.

The boxers and their helpers
are not supposed to have any
idea of what the score is, but the
running totals are displayed on
the television screen for the
watching audience.

So, watching television in-
side or outside the area, the
cheats pass on the scoring in-
formation to the boxer's corner
by mobile phone or walkie
talkie, the officials said.

The men in the corner then
signal the fighter whether to
step up the pace or stay out of
danger, they said.

"It has been happening.” one
member of the judging ugd

who asked not to
Reuters. "We are looking into
it.”

Wednesday for a final that
could be the best in history.

Hackett will have to over-
come the Kieren Perkins factor
to win Thursday's final, where
six of the eight swimmers ap-
pear capable of cracking 15
minutes.

The most under that barrier
in one race has been three, and
that was more than seven years
ago at the 1991 World Champi-
onships in Perth.

Germany's Jorg Hofmann set
the then world record. edging
Perkins, while another Ger-
man, Stefan Pfeiffer, also beat
15 minutes.

Perkins, who has won the
past two Olympic titles and
plans to chase a third in Sydney
in 2000, holds the world record
with the 14:41.66 he recorded at
the 1994 Commonwealth
Games.

But Perkins' campaign has
been set back by illness, both
before leaving home and on ar-
rival in Kuala Lum&ur. Perkins
swam 15:34.75 in Wednesday's
heats, qualifying sixth. He was
unable to hide his disappoint-
ment when asked if he still
thought he could break 15 min-
utes.

"Before this moming (coach)
John Carew thought [ could still
do it, but I'll have to speak to
him about what he thinks after
that," Perkins said after his

That popularity has every-
thing to do with Perkins, Aus-
tralia’'s most bankable athlete
outside of golfer Greg Norman
and US Open tennis champion
Pat Rafter.

Hackett admitted he was
once rattled by Perkins, but
says he's over it now. He also
has been in good form, getting
the 400-metre silver medal be-
hind lan Thorpe on Tuesday.

"When you get on the
blocks next {o someone like
Kieren Perkins it's easy to get
excited, there's such a buildup
up about it,” Hackett said. "Once
1 would have been nervous but
now? Not really. I've got used to
