Calvin Fernandez to score the
match-winner with a powerful
reverse flick.

Wallis, who rejected Cana-
dian pleas to award them a free
hit. was pushed around after the
final whistle before Games offi-
cials whisked him off the field.

The hosts take the top spot
in the group with a better goal
difference than England, and
now await the second-placed
team in Group A in Saturday's
semifinal.

Canada, who began the
match level with Malaysia on
five points and needed only a
draw to qualify because of a su-

rior goal difference, saw their

opes evaporate in the last five
minutes.

"That was a free hit for us.
instead we saw the ball in the
net,” an angry Canadian coach
Shiaz Virji said.

‘The umpiring was okay for
most of the match, but what is
the use if they make mistakes
in the crucial stages of the
game."

Virji said he did not see his
players push the umpire after
‘the game, but blamed the
ground security for allowing
cans to be thrown at his players
from the stands.

"There were no securi
around, but when | asked some
volunteers to protect my play-
HEEI they just laughed," Virji
said.

KUALA LUMPUR,
Sept 17 (AP):
Thrown out of the
1994 Common-
wealth Games in a
drug controversy,
English runner Diane Modahl
was denied the chance to defend
her 800-metre gold medal.

The 1990 winner is back.
Still locked in a legal battle
with the sporting body that
banned, and then reinstated
her, the 32-year-old Modahl
says she wants to defend her old
title.

“It's great to be running,”
Modahl said Thursday after
winning a two-lap heat at the
National Stadium in Kuala
Lumpur before a sparse, but en-
thusiastic crowd.

"There are not many people
in here, but they certainly made
enough noise,” she said. The

women's 800-metre semifinal is . |

Friday and the final Saturday.

Modhal's saga began in 1994,
when she tested positive for 42
times the legal amount of the
male hormone testosterone
while competing at a meet in
Portugal.

The British Athletic Federa-
tion and the International
Amateur Athletic Federation
banned her. But Modahl main-
tained the urine samples had
been contaminated at the labo-
ratory in Lisbon and that test-
ing procedures were flawed.

She later won an appeal
against her four-year ban and is
currently taking legal action
against the BAF for compensa-
tion. Forced out of action and
unable to run in financially lu-
crative meets for 20 months,
she had to sell her home to pay
legal bills.

Results of the drug test were
released as Modahl was about to
defend her Commonwealth

Games title at Victoria, Canada.
She was withdrawn from the
team and sent home.

Out of competition for two
seasons as she fought to get re-
instated, she has not won any
major races since she began

competing again.
Coached her husband Vi-
cente, Modahl conserved energy

in her heat, lagging behind the
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pack before bursting ahead in
the second lap to finish in
2:06.44.

She said she was pleased to
be back at the Commonwealth
Games, and was enjoying the
camaraderie at the "village.” a
condominium complex where
thousands of athletes are stay-
ing.

“It's nice. My first run was in
1986, and 1 loved it then and I'm

still loving it now,"” she said.

But it was a bitter-sweel re-
turn for the English runner.

Minutes after her run, the
Commonwealth Games 800-me-
tre record of 2:00.25 that
Modahl set at Auckland, New
Zealand in 1990 fell. Maria Mu-
tola of Mozambique, a three-
time world indoor champion,
Olympic bronze medalist and
former world titlist outdoors,
clocked 1:59.06.

his sportin rformance.

"Fg?lnm%f the team selec-
tion trials in July, | was so dev-
astated at coming so close, yet
missing out, that | embarked on
drowning my sorrows over the
following weeks." said Van
Rooyen, a member of Australi-
a's 1997 World Championship
squad.

"While at a gathering during
this period 1 was offered some
recreational drugs. which 1
foolishly accepted. This is the
only possible explanation for
my positive test result.”

KUALA LUMPUR, Sept 17
(AP): Asian champion tenpin
bowler Cara Honeychurch
wasn't exactly welcomed to
Malaysia, which had high
hopes for a big medal haul in
that sport in the Common-
wealth Games.

As hosts, the Malaysians
had succeeded in adding tenpin
bowling to the Games’ Ern—
gramme. Then the press took up
"Operation Cara.” a call by
Malaysian coach Sid Allen for
local fans to heckle the Aus-
tralian star.

The idea backfired. Honey-
church won in every event she
entered — women's singles and
doubles and mixed doubles —
and outscored the men's gold
medalist, Malaysian Kenny
Ang. with an average of 241 to
228 in the singles finals.

The sweep was "the sweetest
victory I've ever had.” said the
26-year-old quality services
consultant.

"At the outset of the tourna-
ment | wasn't sure if I was a]guinﬁ
to be able to mentally deal wit
everything that was thrown at
me,” she said. "But it gives me a
great deal of satisfaction that
Operation Cara failed.

"All it did was get me so fired
up. all | wanted was to beat the
Malaysian team so badly that I
didn't care what else happened,”
she said.

By the end, she was a heroine
even to the Malaysians, who
captured two tenpin golds. in
men's singles and doubles.

"It's been incredible here,”
Honeychurch said. "We've been
mobbed in shnﬁping centers. |
can't imagine what it's like to be
a rock star and have it happen
wherever you went in the world.

‘But we're just lapping it up.
because it probably won't last
when we get home.”

TRACK TREAT

Some of the world's fastest
sprinters think Kuala Lumpur's
new track lacks ziP.

But that doesn't matter, said
a Malaysian newspaper, be-
cause Thursday's 100-metre
race in Bukit Jalil stadium
would be the fastest ever on
Malaysian soil.

“The first ever sub-10-second
100m on Malaysian soil,” said a
caption in Thursday's Star
daily.

No Malaysian has ever run
the 100 in less than 10 seconds
and the host nation did not
qualify for the semifinals of the
evert.

On Wednesday, Ato Boldon,
the Trinidad sprint star, turned
pessimistic about his chances
of breaking Canadian Donovan
Bailey's world mark of 9.84 in
Thursday's final.

But Boldon and two other
sprinters — Namibia's Frankie
Fredricks and Obadele Thomip-
son of Barbados — were e ted
to run under 10 seconds.

‘I'm starting to have my
doubts about the track. It's not
just me, it's the times the other
guys are running,” said Boldon,

due to run both the semifinals
and final on Thursday.
