Nevada officials meet again Oct 3

Tyson must offer more
proof he's normal

LAS VEGAS,
20 (Reuters/AP):
The Nevada State
Athletics Commi-
ssion on Saturday

relicensing of Mike Tyson for
two weeks ng further psy-
chiatric evaluation of the for-
mer world heavyweight cham-
pion.

The vote ended 6-1/2 hours
of testimony by a parade of at-
torneys and physicians but, un-

expectedly little by Tyson him-
Self,

"Nothing in my life is pri-
vate.,” said Tyson, agreeing to
the two stipulations made by
the NSAC, one that Tyson un-
dergo evaluation by an inde-
pendent psychiatrist and two,

that he wave normal doctor pa-

tient confidentiallity privilege
and that all records made dur-
ing that evaluation by public
record.

The commission will pick
three psychiatrists and Tyson
will be able to choose one of
them for an examination ex-
pected within a week or so. If
the boxer is found mentally fit
to fight again. the commission-
ers are expected to approve his
license.

Another hearing was sched-
uled for Oct 3.

"If they say he's normal and
can fight again, then we have
the responsibility to maybe,
probably, license him to fight
again,” commission chairman
Dr Elias Ghanem said.

son was at times agitated
and hostile but ultimately con-
trite in front of the commission
that banned him from boxing
in its state — and virtually the
entire United States — on July
9, 1997, after he bit Evander
Holyfield's ears in a heavy-
weight title bout.

Tyson once again apologised
and said the ban has left him
all but broke. He promised he
was a changed man and would
never misbehave again.

"Trust me, this won't happen
anyrnore,” he said.

"l believed 1 was bigger than
the sport. | realise now I'm Mike
Tyson the athlete.

Tyson's lawyer, Dale Kin-
sella, told the commission that
the boxer has lost 50 million
dollars to 65 million dollars
because of the ban. The former
heavyweight champ’'s advisers
say his money troubles may
force him to ftight overseas if
the commission rejects his ap-

plication.

Tyson's character was also a
key issue. When commissioner
Lorenzo Fertitta asked the
boxer why he always seemed to
h:cFetung in trouble, Tyson
said:

"I'm belligerent sometimes
when I'm provoked. I'm tired of
people trying to take advantage
of me, g to bully me around
and antagonize me. It's been
pervasive for so many years
that I'm a bad seed.”

Tyson is accused of assault-
ing two men following a minor
traffic accident involving his
wife's Rolls-Royce in a Wash-
ington, DC, suburb. A prelimi-
nary hearing is set for Oct 2. But
because the matter is pending,
Kinsella said Tyson would not

answer questions about it.
Tyson, who arrived on a red
motorcycle wearing a leather
jacket and jeans. sounded an-
noyed at times during the

As the Tyson camp ended its
case before the commission, the
boxer gave one final statement.

Holyfield holds on to crown

ATLANTA. Sept
19 (Reuters/ In-
ternet): Evander
Holyfield strug-

led against
ightly-regarded
Vaughn Bean belore taking
charge with a controversial
10th-round knockdown Satur-
day as he retained his Interna-
tional Boxing Federation
heavyweight title by unanimous
decision.

Holyfield, surging into ac-
tion after a lethargic stretch in
the middle rounds. put Bean to
the floor for the first time in the
challenger's career late in the
10th round.

Two right uppercuts jarred
Bean and the champion fol-
lowed with a left to the side of
the head that had him wobbly.

With Bean struggling to hold
on, Holyfield turned and threw
him into the ropes. As Bean
bounced off. bent low, referee
Brian Garry began to step in,
but Holyfield hit the challenger
with a whipping right to the
temple that put him down.

ean bravely survived the
round and withstood more
fierce Holyfield combinations
in the 11th before slugging it out
with the champion in the last
round of a surprisingly compet-
itive fight before a crowd of
more than 40, at the Georgia
Dome.

One judge scored it 116-111,
with the other two cards giving
the bout to Holyfield 117-110.

The victory improved Holy-
field's record to 36-3. Bean, who
had only once before in his ca-

reer fought past the seventh
round, dropped to 31-2.

"l wasn't overconfident,” in-
sisted Holyfield, who had
looked so brilliant in twice
beating Mike Tyson and stop-
ping Michael Moorer in his last
three bouts. "l was fighting a guy
who was inspired.

"The man fought a good
fight. You have to ﬁive the man
credit. He came to fight.”

Bean, who at 5-foot-11
(1.80m) was 3-1/2 inches
shorter than Holyfield but out-
weighed the champion by 14
pounds (6.5 kg) at 231 {105 kg).
