Oct 9 (Reuters/Inter-
net): South Korcea, hit hard by a
financial crisis. has asked
Japan for $100 million in loans
to Ii,)uih;t a new stadium for the
2002 World Cup finals, Japa-
nese government sources said
on Tuesday.

%ﬁckﬂ League, Sobers accepted
an opportunity to coach young-
sters in New York, a scheme
sponsored by insurance com-
pany, MetLife, starting next
year. But he also expressed
deep disappointment with the
growth of the game and with the
organisers.

"l brought a topnotch West
Indies team here in the 1970s,
much before soccer was intro-
duced in the United States,"” he
said referring to the time his
team played at the Meadow-
lands in New Jersey before a
crowd of 16,000. "From that
day. I thought the U.S. would
come up, but..." The U.S. has
participated in the last two soc-
cer World Cups.

Sir Garfield said the U.S.

It can count Olympic cham-
pions such as Peter Rono and
Matthew Birir among its for-
mer pupils, along with the
Kenyan-born Dane Wilson K]E
keter., who currently holds the
800 metres world record.

This season it has been the
turn of Japheth Kimutai to
lace his name on the list of il-
ustrious runners who have
passed through its school gates.

The Kenya teenager has
staked his claim to being the
leading 800 metres runner in
the world this year despite his
tender years.

He has run the two fastest
times of the year, leading the
world with the one minute
42.76 seconds he clocked over
two laps in Stuttgart on July 19.

Into the bargain he also
notched up the African and
Commonwealth titles during
1998.

However arguably his most
significant win came, in Zurich
on when he ended the unbeaten
streak of Kipketer's which had
stretched .back nearly three

ars, a period in which Kip-

eter had been the worlds
undisputed top 800 metres run-
ner.

The victory has caused the
modest Kimutai to readjust his
sights.

“If you ask if 1 have any lim-
its then my answer is that there
are no limits.

"] say that because | would
never have thought I would
have beaten Kipketer this year.”
he commented.

Kimutai acknowledges that
he caught Kipketer at a low

moment, still recovering from a

owever Kimutai believes
that soon there will be no ques-
tion marks about the value of
his victories although the most
he will say about his rivalry
with Kipketer is: "I respect a and
admire Wilson but [ want to run
faster than him."

Kimutai has had to face
other obstacles than just Kip-
keter to becoming the world's
number one 800 man. both in
life and within the sport.

He hails from the village of
Lelmokwo, 30 kms from the
main provincial city of Eldoret,
the home of Amos Biwott, the
1968 Olympic 3.000 steeple-
chase champion and arrived at
5t Patrick's in 1994,

Coming from a large Kenyan
family of eight children and
modest means, he had to rely on
his school fees being paid by an
English sponsor throughoit his
four vears there.

His guiding light while he
was at St Patrick's was the
renowned Irishborn brother
Colm O'Connell, who for nearly
two decades was headmaster at
the school until he recently de-
cided to concentrate on coach-
ing, and who still advises Kimu-
tai. °

Kimutai's other mentor is
his Australian agent James
Templeton.

Templeton, himself a club
800 runner in his younger days,
was a volunteer liaison officer
with the Kenyan team at the
World Junior Championships
in Sydney two years ago, where
Kimutai finished fourth in his
specialist event.

The pair got on well and
Kimutai asked the former fi-
nancial consultant to look after
his interests.

Templeton admits it was a

struggle getting the then Kenyan
schoolboy into pood quality
races at first but a world junior

"The whole thing was much
harder than I thought it would
be because of the temperatures,
because of the distance and be-
cause of the hardness of the
ground. It was very stony,” he
sald.

"It was really quite a clial-
lenge ... but I can comfortably
say having been here that it's
very big and incredibly beauti-
ful.”

Moon said the stump of his
leg was “shredded"” after the five
days of running. He was close to
stopping on the third day be-
cause he had trouble getting his
artificial leg on, but giving up
was never an option because he
wanted to “"challenge the con-
cept of limitations.”

Moon, who works for the
anti-landmine charity sup-
ported by the late Princess Di-
ana, and his running partner
John Bryant, the deputy editor
of London newspaper The
Times, ran about nine hours a
day across a variety of terrain
to raise about 100,000 dollars
(62,000 US) for AustCare.

Moon. who took part in the
1998 Nagano Winter Olympics
torch run, said he would like to
make the ultra-marathon an
annual fund-raising event bui
would have to speak to loc:l
landowners and lind out more
about local land rights issues to
see whether the route would
have to be changed.
