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Stabbed teacher
dies at DMCH

A school teacher, wounded
critically when a gang of hood-
lums stabbed him in Noakhali
Saturday night, succumbed to
his injuries at the Dhaka Medi-
cal College Hospital (DMCH)
last night.

Hospital sources identified
the deceased as Nizam Uddin,
35, son of Ali Haider Bapari, a
resident of village Sahajadpur
under Sadar thana in
Noakhali.

The motive behind the
killing could not be known
immediately.

Quoting relatives of the vic-
tim, hospital sources said, the
gang of still unidentified men
attacked Nizam with machetes
while he was returning home
from Janataganj Bazar at about
11:30 pm Saturday. The stabbed
him indiscriminately. Nizam
was admitted to Noakhali
Sadar Hospital with critical
wounds, sources added.

As his condition started de-
teriorating yesterday morning,
Nizam was shifted to DMC
where he died at about 8 pm last
night.
